A special meeting of the Village of Walton Trustees was held October 21, 2011 at 11:00 a.m. in the Village Hall.  Mayor Meredith started the meeting with the pledge.

Mayor addressed the Trustees with the position of cleaning of the Village Hall. Chief Laauser expressed interest for the Police Station as well, stating if they were to hire for the police station the person would have to clean during business hours while the Police Clerk is there, if for some reason she were to leave they would also have to leave. Motion was made by Trustee Rutherford authorizing the clerk to advertise stating the Village is taking bids for cleaning of Village Hall, Village Court and Police Department. Motion was seconded by Trustee O’Leary passing unanimously.

Mayor Meredith stated he’s been talking with Roger regarding cold patch for High Street, Holley Street, Fancher Ave and the rest of the loop there. Trustee Reynolds also suggested looking into getting some winter mix for this work. Motion was made by Trustee Bell allowing $10,000.00 be used for patching Village Streets. Motion was seconded by Trustee Rutherford passing unanimously.

Sgt. Laauser advised the board that the front panels on the Police Station are separating. He has talked to Bill Brown regarding this matter, pictures have been taken and they will be touching base with Howard Construction about fixing the wall.

Discussion among the board members regarding parades and the new State requirements took place again. They were advised that contact has been made with the insurance company and in order for organizations to be covered they would have to be added to the policy. At this time the board is willing to write letters of support for the organizations but they will need to follow the new guidelines set by the State.

At 11:38 Trustee Reynolds made a motion to enter executive session regarding Police personnel matters and contract negotiations.  Motion was seconded by Trustee Rutherford passing unanimously.

At 12:50 motion was made by Trustee Rutherford to come out of executive session with Trustee Bell seconding. No decisions were made while in executive session.

Motion was made by Trustee O’Leary allowing change be made to Police Chief’s salary (decrease) after contacting Attorney Merzig. Motion was seconded by Trustee Rutherford passing unanimously.

At 1:00 p.m. Trustee Bell made a motion to adjourn the meeting with Trustee Reynolds seconding motion and Mayor also voting in favor.
