A regular meeting of the Village of Walton Trustees was held December 5, 2011 at 6:00 p.m. in the Village Hall.  Mayor Meredith began the meeting with the pledge.

Motion was made by Trustee Reynolds approving abstract as presented by the clerk totaling $75,267.70 with a break down as follows: General $16,491.78, Water $4,066.89, Sewer $45,361.02, Debt Services $8,898.01 and Police Capital $450.00. Motion was seconded by Trustee Bell and passed unanimously with all voting in favor.

DPW Superintendent Roger Hoyt reviewed his monthly report. He advised the board the new blow off ended up costing less and turned out better than they had thought. He stated there were no new issues, been getting things done that normally couldn’t do during winter months.

Code Enforcement Officer Steve Dutcher reviewed his monthly report also stating nothing major taking place this past month. Steve stated he and Roger met with FEMA they are currently working on project worksheets should know something in about a week or so. Steve stated Austin Lincoln Park might end up getting more than originally anticipated for the walking trail and the septic line that needs to be repaired.

Dave Ohman advised the board there will be a meeting with USDA & Vacri to go over next payment request and work done to date. Dave advised the board this would be the last payment for the year for the amount of $87,067.45. Motion was made by Trustee O’Leary authorizing Mayor Meredith to sign paperwork for payment request. Motion was seconded by Trustee Reynolds, passing unanimously. He advised there are no major issues at the WWTP, things are going well there. Dave stated Andy is working on repairing the influent channel grinder, this will be 100% Village expense and should know more next month.  

Motion was made by Trustee Bell passing resolution authorizing the issuance of serial bonds of the Village of Walton, Delaware County, New York in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed $825,000 for purpose of funding the Park Street project. Motion was seconded by Trustee Reynolds passing unanimously with the Mayor voting in favor.

Sgt. Laauser advised the new Police Station is running well just waiting for the lock to be installed on the holding cell. Butch is getting things ready for winter and then will modify the strike plate and install.

There were no Trustee Reports as all was covered by department heads. Trustee Rutherford stated he was very impressed with the outcome of the Christmas parade with the number of businesses who participated adding he was glad to see such public participation.

Mayor Meredith opened the floor for public input reminding those interested to stand and identify themselves and their address or business.

First to address the board was Keith Davis of Breakey Motors asking the status of the website and when it will be updated. Mayor Meredith stated at this time we are looking for web support and the minutes will be back on there soon. Keith went onto express his concerns with the bonding of such a large amount of money for the Park St. project after we just bonded so much for the Police Station.  He advised he has spoken with the Town of Walton and wondered why there has been no communication with them to help with the project. He stated they build roads all the time we should utilize shared services more. Keith suggested the Village board think long and hard before starting the project.

Joe Richards of Park St. wondered what stage the Village was at with the Bonding. At this time the only bank we’ve gotten a call back from with interest rates is Delaware National Bank of Delhi, and that we’re expecting calls from others any day now.

Motion was made by Trustee Bell to roll the Sewer CD over into a new CD at Delaware National Bank of Delhi for 30 months with an interest rate of 1.20%. Motion was seconded by Trustee O’Leary with Trustee Reynolds opposing motion.

Mayor Meredith read a letter received from Elaine Coiro of 86 North Street disputing her water bill. Ms. Coiro stated the house is a get away home for them and the usage is high. She received a data log showing usage on a daily basis, some days with high use are dates she claims there was nobody within the home. Roger explained it’s almost impossible for meters to read usage without water going thru the wafer. 

Motion was made by Trustee O’Leary at 6:38 to enter into executive session. Motion was seconded by Trustee Reynolds passing unanimously.

Motion was made by Trustee Rutherford at 7:16 to come out of executive session. Motion was seconded by Trustee Reynolds passing unanimously.

Motion was made by Trustee Rutherford to hire Michele Griffin Clerk/Treasurer with Village of Delhi to assist Clerk with AUD report offering her $200. Motion was seconded by Trustee O’Leary passing unanimously.

Motion was made by Trustee O’Leary at 7:26 to adjourn the meeting. Motion was seconded by Trustee Bell with all voting in favor.
