A special meeting of the Village of Walton Trustees was held April 18, 2011 at 11 a.m. in the Village Hall.  Present were Mayor Patrick Meredith, and Trustees Teresa O’Leary, Andrew Rutherford, James Bell, and Allan Reynolds.
James Bell made a motion to enter executive session to discuss personnel at 11:01 a.m.  It was seconded by Teresa O’Leary and approved.

No action was taken during the executive session.

Andrew Rutherford moved to come out of executive session at 11:45 a.m.  Allan Reynolds seconded.  Approved.

Teresa O’Leary explained to the board that a water pipe had burst in the ceiling of her building at 49 North Street and flooded the downstairs.  She asked the Board for forgiveness of the sewer portion of the bill due to the line burst.  After some discussion, Andrew Rutherford moved to forgive that portion of the sewer bill due to the pipe burst.  James Bell seconded.   Approved with Teresa O’Leary abstaining.

Andrew Rutherford brought before the board two requests for purchase of materials for the new police station.  After discussion, Teresa O’Leary moved, and Allan Reynolds seconded to approve the purchase of two gun lockers and two detention benches from Norix Group, Inc. for a cost of $3,378.18.  Motion approved.

Andrew Rutherford moved and James Bell seconded to approve the purchase of a Spray Foam kit for the attic of the police station at a cost of $1369.00 from Guardian Energy Technologies.  Motion approved.

James Bell moved and Teresa O’Leary seconded to remove the names of Edward Snow and Teresa O’Leary from the NBDC Corporate Authorization Form and add the names of Patrick Meredith and James Bell.  Motion approved.
Patrick Meredith asked the Board for permission to go to a NYCOM training school on May 5, 2011 and invited all Board members to attend.  He suggested that each attended would pay the $90 registration fee him/her self.  After some discussion, it was agreed that anyone attending would pay his or her own way.

Teresa O’Leary made a motion to adjourn, seconded by James Bell.  Meeting was adjourned at 12:08 p.m.
