A special meeting of the Village of Walton Trustees was held April 20, 2011 at 2:00 p.m. in the Village Hall.  Present were Mayor Patrick Meredith, and Trustees Teresa O’Leary, Andrew Rutherford, James Bell and Allan Reynolds.

James Bell made a motion to enter executive session to discuss personnel at 2:03 p.m.  It was seconded by Andrew Rutherford and approved.

No action was taken during the executive session.

James Bell moved to come out of executive session at 2:09 p.m.  Teresa O’Leary seconded.  Approved.

Mayor Meredith reported that Kathy Doorn, new plant manager at Kraft, had requested the Village to sweep the property clean in preparation for an inspection.  After discussion, Trustee Bell made a motion to do the sweeping at the facility for the cost of manpower and machine to do the work.  It was estimated to cost $67-70 per hour for the sweeper and operator.  Trustee Rutherford seconded.  Approved.

Mayor Meredith reported on a problem with the WWTP alarm system since the switch to TWC phone service on Tuesday.  The alarm system is analog and the phone service is now digital.  Trustee Reynolds agreed to talk with TWC about a solution to the problem.

Bill Brodeur of Northeast Fabricators complained about his extremely high water bill, suggesting there may be something wrong with the meter.  The meter was just recently installed.  After discussion, it was agreed to ask DPW Superintendent Roger Hoyt to talk with Mr. Brodeur about the issue, and if necessary, to change the meter.

Mayor Meredith asked for a motion to reappoint David Merzig as Village Attorney.  Trustee Rutherford made the motion and it was seconded by Trustee O’Leary.  Approved.

Mayor Patrick Meredith asked for a motion to appoint Melinda Westcott as Village Clerk/Treasurer to begin immediately at a salary of $30,160 per year.  James Bell made the motion, seconded by Andrew Rutherford. Trustees Bell, Reynolds and Rutherford voted in favor of the motion, with Trustee O’Leary strongly opposed, saying because of the emergency situation in the Clerk’s office, she felt the board was not properly serving the village residents by hiring someone who is untrained when we have a trained and experienced clerk willing to do the work once appointed.  Motion carried 3-1.

Trustee Bell moved to amend the NBDC Corporate Authorization Form by removing the names of Edward Snow, Teresa O’Leary, and Jody Brown and replacing them with Patrick Meredith., James Bell, and Melinda Westcott.  Trustee Rutherford seconded.  Approved.

Trustee Bell moved to send Melinda Westcott to the NYCOM training on May 5 in Fayetteville with the registration and mileage to be paid by the Village.  Teresa O’Leary seconded.  Approved.

Teresa O’Leary made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Andrew Rutherford.  Meeting was adjourned at 2:45 p.m.
