A special meeting of the Village of Walton Trustees was held June 17, 2011 at 11:09 a.m. in the Village Hall.  Mayor Meredith began the meeting with the pledge.

Motion was made by Trustee Bell and seconded by Trustee Reynolds approving abstract as provided by the clerk. 

Mayor Meredith read a letter from Mr. Broader from Northeast Fabricators in regards to his water usage being unusually high and higher on Sundays when there’s nobody working. Roger advised he had ordered a new meter and they will put the new one on so the current meter can be sent away for testing. If it is found that there is nothing wrong with the current meter Mr. Broader will be responsible for the cost of the new meter. Roger also advised the meter on there currently is less than 10 years old.

Discussion was held regarding the request of Kelly Bartosh of West Street regarding sewer bill for property.  It was discovered by Matt and Roger while searching for a blockage of the sewer line. They were unable to find the blockage and found that the property is NOT hooked up the Village system. At this time Bartosh is asking for forgiveness on the sewer that has been charged over the years. Roger advised that as per Village Code the owner is required to hook up to the Village water/sewer system. At this time no action is being taken, a letter will be sent back to Kelly stating the requirements per code and a copy of the code should be included. Currently there is a septic tank in the ground.

Bill Brown stated the water project is moving ahead at this time a plan is being put into place for temporary water service due to the pipes currently under the streets. All houses will be hooked to one pipe where there are currently two water lines under the street. Inspection of current shut offs will need to be done in the houses to verify they meet Village code. If they do not meet code they will be advised what is needed to comply with Village requirements, this all needs to be done before contractors can start the project. They will also be checking for outside spickets. Trustee O’Leary asked if the guys would be willing to do these rounds on a weekend and take another day off in exchange.  Bill suggested a letter be sent to the homeowners stating what is going to need to be done and that someone will need to be home during this time if they are not able to do this they will set aside one Saturday or they can call the Village Clerk’s office and set up a time for someone to come over. Roger suggested doing the home visits first, leaving notes for those who aren’t home and going from there.

Trustee Reynolds spoke about chips money and a possible schedule. He reported from Griswold Street bridge to the upper end meeting East street and will include a couple catch basins. He stated that on East Street from the Liberty Street intersection up the hill to the end is also a high priority area as well. Griswold Street will cost approximately $52,103.16 and East Street to cost roughly $38,697.00 totaling $90,800.77. Motion was made by Trustee O’Leary for these areas to be paved and said work to be completed. Motion was seconded by Trustee Reynolds passing unanimously. 

Motion was made by Trustee Bell at 11:41 to enter executive session for the purpose to discuss DPW & Police personnel matters. Motion was seconded by Trustee Bell Passing unanimously. 

Motion was made by Trustee Bell at 12:35 to come out of executive session. No decisions were made in executive session.

Motion was made by Trustee Bell authorizing Delaware Engineering to choose one employee to assist with going door to door task for the water project. Trustee O’Leary seconded the motion, passing unanimously. 

Trustee Bell made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Trustee O’Leary.  Meeting was adjourned at 12:36 p.m.
