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§ 53-1 ZONING § 53-3

ARTICLE I
General Provisions

§ 53-1. Authority.

Pursuant to the authority conferred by Article 7 of the Village
Law of the State of New York, the Board of Trustees for the
Village of Walton, New York, hereafter referred o as the
Village Board, hereby adopts and enacts as follows.

§ 53-2. Title,

This chapter shall be known and may be cited as the "Village of
Walton Zoning Law."

§ 53-3. Purpose.

A. The zoning regulations and districts as herein established
have been made in accordance with the Village of Walton
Comprehensive Plan, The purpose of this Zoning chapter is
to promote, in accordance with present and future needs,
the health, safety, morals, convenience, order, prosperity
and general welfare of the present and future inhabitants
of the municipality. These regulations are intended, among
other things, to:

(1) Provide for the lessening of congestion in the streets
or roads and reducing the waste of excessive
amounts of roads.

(2) Secure safety from fire, flood, panic and other
dangers.

(3) Provide adequate light and air.

(4) Prevent excessive and wasteful scattering of
population or settlement.

(5) Promote distribution of populations, classification of
land uses, distribution of land development and

utilization of lands as will tend to facilitate and
provide adequate provisions for public requirements,
including transportation, water flowage, water
supply, drainage, sanitation, educational
opportunities, recreation, soil fertility and food

supply.

Protect the tax base; secure economy in
governmental expenditures.

Foster the municipality's agricultural and other
industries.

Protect both urban and nonurban development.

Prevent destruction of or encroachment upon historic
areas.

Protect and restore banks of waterways.

Make provisions for, so far as conditions may permif,
the accommodation of solar energy systems and
equipment and access to sunlight necessary therefor.

Encourage a good civic design and arrangement.

Facilitate the creation of a convenient, attractive ang
harmonious community by regulating and limiting or
determining the height and bulk of buildings and
structures, the area of yards and other open spaces,
and the density of use.

B. The zoning regulations have been made with reasonable
consideration, among other things, for the existing use and
character of property, for the character of the particular
uses and for trends of growth or change and with a view to
conserving natural resources and the value of land and
buildings and encouraging the most appropriate use of
land throughout the municipality.

§ 53-4. Interpretation.

In interpreting and applying the provisions of this Zoning
chapter, the provisions shall be held te be the minimum
requirements for the promotion of the public health, safety,
morals, convenience, order, comfort, prosperity or general
welfare. It is not intended by this Zoning chapter to interfere
with, abrogate or annul any easements, covenants or other
agreements between parties; provided, however, that where
this Zoning chapter imposes a greater restriction upon the
height of buildings or requires larger open spaces than are
imposed or required by other resolutions, ordinances, rules or
regulations or by easements, covenants or agreements, the
provisions of this Zoning chapter shall govern. If because of
error or omission in the preparation of official mapsg any
property in the jurisdiction of this Zoning chapter is not shown
as being in a zoning district, the classification of such property
shall be R-R Residential Recreational until changed by
amendment.

& 53-5. General standards.

A.  Conformance with regulations required. No building or
land shall hereafter be used, and no building or part
thereof shall be erected, reconsiructed, converted,
enlarged, moved or structurally altered, unless in
conformity with the regulationg ag set forth in this Zoning
chapter.

B. Location on a lot required. Every building hereafter
erected, reconstructed, converted, moved or structurally
altered shall be located on a lot as herein defined, and in
no one case shall there be more than one main building on
one lot unless otherwise provided in this Zoning chapter,

C. Street frontage required. Except for camp cabins and
summer cottages for seasonal occupancy, no lot ghall be
used in whole or in part for dwelling purposes unless such
lot abuts upon a street in accordance with the minimum
street frontage requirements of this Zoning chapter.
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D.

Encroachment: reduction of lot area. The minimum yards,
height limits, parking spaces and open spaces, including
lot area per family, required by this Zoning chapter for
each and every building existing at the time of the passage
of these regulations, or for any building hereafier erected,
shall not be encroached upon or considered as a required
yard or open space for any other building, except as
hereinafter provided, nor shall any lot area or lot
dimensions be reduced below the requirements of these
regulations.

Accessory buildings: use for dwelling. No accessory
building shall be used for dwelling except in accord with
the gpecific provisions of this Zoning chapter.

Usges that are prohibited. For the purpose of this Zoning
chapter, permitted uses are listed for the various districts,
Unless the contrary is clear from the context of the lists or
other regulations of this Zoning chapter, uses not
specifically listed are prohibited.

ARTICLE 11
Word Usage; Definitions

§ 53-6. Word usage.

The following general rules of construction shall apply to the
regulations of this Zoning chapter:

A,

The singular number includes the plural, and the plural
the singular, unless the context clearly indicates the
contrary.

Words used in the present tense include the past and
future tenses, and the future the present.

The words "shall" and "must" are always mandatory. The
word "may" is permissive.
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D, The word "building" or "structure" includes any part
thereof, and the word "building" includes the word
"gtructure",

E. The words "used" and "occupied" include the words
"intended, designed or arranged to be used or occupied.”

F. The word '"person" includes a firm, association,
organization, partnership, trust, company or corporation,
as well as an individual.

G. Words and terms not defined herein shall be interpreted in
accord with their normal dictionary meanings and
customary usage. .

§ 53.7. Definitions.

For the purpose of thiz chapter, certain terms and words are
hereby defined:

ABANDONED MOTOR VEHICLE — A motor vehicle that is
mechanically inoperable due to age, deterioration or damage
and has no economic value except for salvage or junk; any
vehicle, as herein defined, which is not registered in accordance
with the laws of the State of New York and which is not being
used for its intended purpose or which is incapable of being
used for its intended purpose.

ACCESS0ORY BUILDING -—— A subordinate building or a
portion of the main building, the use of which is clearly
incidental to or customarily found in connection with and
(except as otherwige provided in this Zoning chapter) located on
the same lot as the main building or principal use of the land.

ACCESSORY USE — An allowed usze which is clearly
incidental to or customarily found in connection with and
(except as otherwise provided in this Zoning chapter) is located
on the same lot as the principal use of the premises. When the
term "accessory" is used in this chapter, it shall have the same
meaning as accessory use.
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ACTION — Az defined by the New York State Environmental
Quality Review Act (SEQRA) as any project or physical activity
that iz directly undertaken, funded, or approved by a state or
local agency that may affect the environment.

ADMINISTRATIVE BODY — Boards created through local
legislation to undertake administrative functions, including,
but not limited to, the review of applications for site plans,
subdivisions, and special use permits.

ADULT DAY-CARE CENTER — An establishment providing
for the care, supervision, and protection of adults.

ADULT ENTERTAINMENT USE —  An establishment
consisting of, including, or having the characteristics of any or
all of the following:

A, ADULT BODY PAINTING STUDIO — An establishment
or business which provides the service of applying paint or
other substance, whether transparent or nontransparent,
to or on the human body and which is not open to the
public generally, but excludes any minor by reason of age.

B. ADULT BOOKSTORE/VIDEO STORE —  An
establishment having as a substantial or significant
portion of its stock-in-trade books, magazines, other
periodicals, films, slides, videotapes or adult toys/marital
aids and which establishment is customarily not open to
the public generally, but excludes any minor by reason of
age,

C. ADULT DRIVE-IN THEATER — A drive-in theater that
customarily presents motion pictures that are not open to
the public generally, but excludes any minor by reason of
age.

D, ADULT ENTERTAINMENT CABARET —

(1) An establishment devoted to adult entertainment,
cither with or without a liquor license, presenting
material distinguished or characterized by an
emphasis on matter depicting, describing, or relating

to sexual activities or anatomical genital areas and
is an establishment not open to the general publie,
but excludes any minor by reason of age;

(2) A public or private establishment which presents
topless dancers, go-go dancers, strippers, male or
female impersonators, lingerie or other private
modeling, exotic dancers or other similar
entertainment for observation by patrons and which
establishment is customarily not open to the public
generally, but excludes any minor by reason of age.

E. ADULT MASSAGE ESTABLISHMENT — Any
egtablishment having a fixed place of business where
magsages are administered for pay, including, but not
limited to, massage parlors, sauna baths and steam baths.
'This definition shall not be construed to include a hospital,
nurging home or medical clinic or the office of a physician,
surgeon, chiropractor, osteopath or a duly licensed physical
therapist or barbershops or heauty salons at which
massages are administered only to the scalp, face, neck or
shouldera. This definition also shall exclude health clubs,
hotels, motels or inns that have facilities for physical
exercise, such as tennis courts, racquetball courts or
exercise rooms, which do not receive their primary source
of revenue through the administration of massages.

F. ADULT MODEL STUDIO — Any establishment where, for
any form of consideration or gratuity, figure models are
provided to be observed, sketched, drawn, painted,
sculptured, photographed, or similarly depicted by a
person other than the proprietor, paying such
consideration or gratuity and which is not open to the
public generally, but excludes any minor by reason of age.
This provision ghall not apply to any school of art, which is
operated by an individual, firm, association, partnership,
corporation or institution, that meets the requirements
established by the New York State Education Law for the
issuance of diplomas and is in fact authorized to issue and
confer diplomas.
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G. ADULT MOTEL/HOTEL — A motel/hotel which is not
open to the public generally, but excludes minors by reason
of age, or which makes available to its patrons, in their
rooms, films, slide shows or videotapes that if presented in
a public movie theater would not be open to the public
generally, but would exclude any minor by reason of age.

H. ADULT PEEP SHOWS — A theater or other
establishment which presents material in the form of live
gshows, films or videotapes, viewed from an individual
enclosure or private room for which a fee is charged, and
which is not open to the public generally, but excludes any
minor by reason of age,

I. ADULT THEATER — A theater that customarily presents
motion pictures, films, videotapes or slide shows that are
not open to the public generally, but excludes any minor by
reason of age,

AESTHETIC RESOURCES — Natural resources, such as open
vigtas, woods, scenic view sheds, and attractive man-made
settings, whose appearance is an important ingredient in the
quality of life in a community.

AGENCY — As defined by the State Environmental Quality
Review Act, any state aor local agency, including zoning boards
of appeals, local legislatures, planning hoards, and, under
certain circumstances, Code Enforcement Officials, that makes
discretionary decisions that may affect the environment.

AGGRIEVED PARTY — A person or persons who may appeal
an administrative body or local legislature's land use decision
to the courts. The decisions must result in some demonstrable
harm to the party that iz different from the impact of the
decigion on the community as a whole.

AGRICULTURE —- The use of lands for agricultural or
farming purposes, including tilling of the soil, dairying,
pasturing, apiculture, arboriculture, horticulture, floriculture,
viticulture, forestry, animal and poultry husbandry and the
necessary accessory uses for the packing or storing of products,
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provided that the operation of any such accessory uses shall be
secondary to that of normal agricultural activities, and
provided further that such wuses shall not include the
commercial feeding of garbage and offal to swine or other
animals.

ATRPORT -— Any area of land or water, or both, designed and
set aside for the landing and takeoff of fixed-wing aircraft and
mmeludes its buildings and associated facilities, if any. Thas
includes private and public-use airfields with turf or paved
TUNWAYS.

AIRPORT APPROACH ZONE - The area that is required for
the landing or takeoff of an aireraft outside of the parameters of
the airport. This area is often subject to height restrictions that
may cause an unsafe obstruction to pilots.

ANIMAL KENNEL, COMMERCIAL — A place prepared to
house, board, and breed, handle or otherwise keep or care for
animals for sale or in return for compensation.

ANIMAL KENNEL, PRIVATE — Any residence housing more
than three dogs over four months in age and for more than a
one-month period of time.

APARTMENT HOUSE — A multifamily dwelling containing
three or more dwelling units.

ARTICLE 78 PROCEEDING — Refers to an article in the Civil
Practices Law and Rules that allows aggrieved persons to bring
an action against a government body or officer in a court of law,

AUTOMOBILE GRAVEYARD — The use of any land more
than 200 square feet in area in any location for the storage,
keeping, reduction or abandonment of two or more
unregistered, old or secondhand motor vehicles, no longer
intended or in condition for legal use on the public highways,
whether for the purpose of reclaiming for use some or all of the
materials therein, whether metal, glass, fabric or otherwise, for
the purpose of disposing of the same or for any other purpose.
Such term shall include any place of storage or deposit for any
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such purposes of used parts or waste materials from motor
vehicles which, taken together, equal in bulk two or more such
vehicles; provided, however, that the term “junkyard" shall not
be construed to mean an establishment having facilities for
processing iron, steel or nonferrous scrap for sale or remelting
purposes only.

AUTOMOTIVE REPAIR SERVICES AND GARAGES —
Establishments primarily engaged in furnishing automotive
repair, rental, leasing, and parking services to the public.

AUTOMOBILE  SERVICE  STATION  {(or  FILLING
STATION) — Any building, land area, or other premises, or
portion thereof, used for the retail dispensing or sale of
vehicular fuels.

BANEK — See "financial institutions,"

BASEMENT — A story party underground and having at least
1/2 of its height above the ground.

BED-AND-BREAKFAST — Overnight accommodations and a
morning meal in a dwelling unit provided to transients for
compensation in an owner-occupied dwelling unit,

BILLBOARD — See "sign, general advertising.”

BLOCK — That property fronting on one side of a street and
lying between two intersecting streets or otherwise limited by a
railroad right-of-way, a live stream or unsubdivided tract or
other physical barrier of such nature as to interrupt the
continuity of development,

BOARDINGHOUSE (ROOMING OR LODGING HOUSE) — A
dwelling unit or part thereof, other than a hotel or motel, in
which, for compensation, lodging and meals are provided for
three or more persons.

BUILDABLE AREA — The area of a lot remaining after the
minimum yard and open space requirements of this Zoning
Code have been met. ‘
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BUILDABLE WIDTH — The width of that part of a lot not
included within the open space requirements of thiz Zoning
Code.

BUILDING — Any structure having a roof supported by
columns or walls, for the houging or enclosure of persons,
animals, processes, equipment, goods, or materials of any kind.

BUILDING, HEIGHT OF — The vertical distance from the
average finished grade at the front building line to the highest
point of the coping of a flat roof, or to the deckline of the
highest point of coping or parapet of a mansard roof, or to the
mean height level between eaves and ridge for gable, hip, shed
and gambrel roofs. When the highest wall of a building with a
shed roof is within 35 feet of a street, the height of such
building shall be measured to the highest point of the coping or
parapet. '

BUILDING, MAIN — The principal building or one of the
principal buildings on a lot, or the building or one of the
principal buildings housing the principal use on the lot.

CAMOUFLAGE — A means of concealing a building or other
man-made structure which creates the effect that the
“camouflaged object is part of the natural surroundings.

CAMOUFLAGING — The congtruction of facilities to house or
support telecommunication towers or antennas so that the
towerg or antennas blend readily with the landscape,
neighborhood, and adjacent architectural features. Examples of
camouflaging that could be used are silo and bharn, windmill,
simulated tree and flagpole.

CELLAR — A story entirely underground or partly
underground, with at least 1/2 of its height below-grade.

CELL TOWER — Any type of structure or building used for
signaling or for any other form of communications.

CHILD DAY NURSERY AND CHILD-CARE CENTER — An
establishment providing for the care, supervision, and
protection of children.
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CLINIC — An establishment where physicians or dentists
admit patients who are not lodged overnight for examination or
treatment.

CLUR, PRIVATE — Buildings and facilities owned or operated
by a corporation, association, person or personsg for a social,
educational or recreational purpose, but not primarily for profit
and not primarily to render a service that is customarily
carried on as a husiness,

CLUSTER DEVELOPMENT — A development design
technique that concentrates buildings in specific areas on a site
to allow the remaining land to be used for recreation, common
open space, and preservation of environmentally sengitive
areas.

COLLOCATED ANTENNAS — Telecommunications facilities
which utilize existing towers, buildings or other structures for
placement of antenna(s} and which do not require construction
of a new tower.

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN —  Materials, written and/or
graphic, including but not limited to maps, charts, studies,
resolutions, reports, and other descriptive materials, that
identify the goals, objectives, principles, guidelines, policies,
standards, devices and instruments for the immediate and
long-range protection, enhancement, growth and development
of the Village.

CONDITIONAL USE — A use listed as such in this Zoning
chapter and which may be permitted in a specified district
under certain conditions, such conditions to be determined in
each case by the terms of this Zoning chapter after public
hearing in accordance with the procedures specified by thig
Zoning chapter and applicable state law.

CONSERVATION EASEMENT -~ The grant of a property
right stipulating that the described land will remain in its
natural state and precluding future or additional development,

CONVALESCENT HOME — See "nursing home."
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CONVENIENCE STORE -- Any retail establishment offering
for sale prepackaged food products, household items,
newspapers and magazines and sandwiches and other freshly
prepared foods, such as salads, pizza and hot dogs, for off-site
consumption. :

DEBRIS — Includes all materials resulting from the
construction, excavation, renovation, equipping, remolding,
repair or demolition of structures, property or roads as well ag
materials consisting of vegetation resulting from land clearing
and grubbing, utility line maintenance and seasonal and
storm-related cleanup. Such materials include but are not
limited to bricks, concrete and other masonry material, soil,
rock, wood, wall coverings, plaster, drywall, plumbing fixtures,
nonasbestos insulation, roofing shingles, asphalt pavement,
glass, window frames, electrical wiring, and components,
plastics, carpeting, foam padding, linoleum, metals, or any
combination thereof which is incidental to construction,
excavation, renovation, equipping, remodeling, repair or
demolition,

DISH ANTENNA, LARGE — A dish antenna larger than two
feet in diameter.

DISH ANTENNA, SMALL — A dish antenna with a diameter
of two feet or less,

DOMESTICATED PETS — Any dog, cat ferret or other small
animal or fish customarily kept in or about the home or place of
residence which is kept acecording to the applicable state and
local laws regarding the keeping thereof.

DRIVE-IN — A term used to describe an establishment
designed or operated to serve a patron while seated in an
automobile parked in an off-street parking space or service.

DWELLING — A building containing one or more rooms with
provision for living, cooking, and sanitary and sleeping facilities
arranged for the permanent occupancy of one family and used
exclugively therefor, but not including trailers, mobile homes,
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hotels, motels, motor lodges, boardinghouszes and lodging
houses, tourist courts or tourist houses.

DWELLING, MULTIPLE-FAMILY — A building designed for
or occupied exclusively by three or more families living
independently of each other and having separate housekeeping
facilities.

DWELLING, SEASONAL — A dwelling used as a secondary
place of residence for seasonal vacations and/or recreational
purposes and not as a principal residence of the owner or
occupant thereof. This definition includes, but is not limited to,
hunting cabing, summer cottages and cabina,

DWELLING, SINGLE-FAMILY — A building designed for or
occupied exclugively by one family and equipped with
housekeeping facilities,

DWELLING, TWO-FAMILY — A building designed for or
occupied exclusively by two families living independently of
each other and having separate housekeeping facilities.

DWELLING UNIT — A room or group of rooms designed,
occupied or intended to be occupied as separate living quarters,
. with cooking, sleeping, and sanitary facilities provided within
the dwelling unit for the exclugive use by a single family or
other group of persons living together as a houschold or by a
person living alone.

EASEMENT — The right granted by a private landowner to
another private landowner, government agency, or public
utility company for a specific purpose.

EXPOSITION CENTER — A large building or facility used for
public events, trade shows, banquets, meetings, aporting events
and conventions.

FAMILY — One or more persons occupying a dwelling as a
single housekeeping unit with single culinary facilities.
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FARMERS MARKET —  Open-air or partially enclosed
seasonal market in which locally produced commodities are sold
to the public.

FILLING STATION — See "automobile service station."

FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS — Establishments including but
not limited to banks, savings and loans, credit unions, credit
agencies, investment companies, brokers and dealers of
securities and commeodities and security and commeodity
exchanpges.

FLOODPLAIN — Area adjacent to streams, rivers,
watercourses and other bodies of water that is subject to
periodic flooding and has an elevation at or bhelow the
one-hundred-year flood frequency. :

FLOOR AREA RATIO (FAR) — Determined by dividing the
gross floor area of all buildings on a lot by the area of that lot.

FRONTAGE -~

A. STREET FRONTAGE — All of the property on one side of
a street between two intersecting streets (crossing or
terminating), measured along the line of the street, or if
the street is dead-ended, then all of the property abutting
on one side between an intersecting street and the dead
end of the street.

B. LOT FRONTAGE — The distance for which the front
boundary line of the lot and the street line are coincident,

GARAGE, PRIVATE -— A garage used for storage purposes
only and having a capacity of not more than four automobiles
and a floor area of not more than 900 square feet or not more
than two automobiles per family housed in the building to
which the garage is accesgory, whichever is greater.

GARBAGE — Includes all putrescent animal and vegetable
waste resulting from growing, processing, marketing and
preparation of food items, including the container in which
packaged.
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GOLF COURSE — A tract of land laid out for at least nine
holes for playing the game of golf and improved with tees,
greens, fairways, and hazards and that may include a
clubhouse and shelter.

GOVERNMENT AGENCY — Any department, commission,
independent agency, or instrumentality of the United States or
of a state, county, incorporated or unincorporated municipality,
township, authority, district, or other governmental unit.

GRADE — Grade elevation shall be determined by averaging
the elevations of the finished ground at all the corners and/or
other principal peints in the perimeter wall of the building.

GREENHOUSE — A building whose roof and sides are largely
made of glass or other transparent or translucent material and
in which the temperature and humidity can be regulated for
the cultivation of delicate or out-of-season plants for subsequent
sale or for personal enjoyment.

GROUP HOME — A nonprofit or for-profit bearding home for
the sheltered care of persons with special needs which, in
addition to providing food and shelter, may also provide some
combination of personal care, social or counseling services, and
transportation.

GUEST HOUSE — Living quarters within a detached
accessory building located on the same premises with the main
building for use by temporary guests of the occupants of the
premiszes, such quarters having no kitchen facilities or separate
utility meters and not rented or otherwise used as a separate
dwelling,

HELIPORT/HELIPAD — An area of la.nd, water or structure
used or intended to be used for the landing and takeoff of
helicopters.

HOME OCCUPATION —

A. Any occupation, profession, enterprise or activity
conducted solely by one or more members of a family on
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the premises which is incidental and secondary to the use
of the premises for dwelling, provided that:

(1)  Not more than the equivalent are of 1/4 of one floor
shall be used for such purpose.

(2) BSuch oeccupation shall not require external or
internal alterations or the use of machinery or
equipment not customary for purely domestic
household purposes.

(3) No commodity is stored or sold, except such as are
made on the premises.

(4) There shall be no group instruction, assembly or
activity or no display that will indicate from the
exterior that the building is being utilized in part for
any purpose other than that of a dwelling. When
within the above requirement, a home oceupation
includes but is not limited to the following:

(@) Art studio.
(b) Dressmaking.
{(¢) Professional office of a physician or dentist.

(@) Teaching, with musical instruction, limited to
one or two pupils at a time.

B, However, a home occupation shall not be interpreted to
include the conduct of bed-and-breakfasts, breakfasts,
barbershops, nursing homes, convalescent homes, rest
homes, restaurants, tearcoms, tourist homes, massage
parlors or similar establishments offering services to the
public,

HOME OCCUPATION, MAJOR — A home occupation as
defined in this chapter that meets all the criteria as listed in
Article IX, § 53-26, of this Zoning chapter.
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HOME OCCUPATION, MINOR — A hoeme occupation as
defined in this chapter that meets all of the criteria as listed in
Article IX, § 53-26, of this Zoning chapter.

HOSPITAL — A building, or group of buildings, having room
facilities for overnight patients, used for providing services for
the in-patient medical or surgical care of sick or injured
humans and which may include related facilities, central
gervice facilities and staff offices; provided, however, that such
related facility must be incidental and subordinate to the main
use and must be an integral part of the hospital operations.

HOSPITAL, ANIMAL — A place where animals are given
medical care and the boarding of animals is limited to
short-term care incidental to the hospital use,

HOTEL — A building in which lodging or boarding and lodging
are provided for more than 20 persons, primarily transient, and
offered to the public for compensation and in which ingress and
egress to and from all rooms is made through an inside lobby or
office supervised by a person in charge at all hours.

HOUSE OF WORSHIP — A building or structure, or group of
buildings or structures, that by design and construction is
primarily intended for conducting organized religious services
and associated accessory uses.

JUNK — Any scrap, waste, reclaimable material or debris,
whether or not stored or used in conjunction with dismantling,
processing, salvage, storage, baling, disposal or other use or
digposition, including but not limited to vehicles, tires, vehicle
parts, equipment, paper, rags, metal, glass, building materials,
household appliances, brush, wood and lumber.

JUNKYARD — Any area, lot, land, parcel, building or
structure or part thereof used for the storage, collection,
processing, purchase, sale or abandonment of wastepaper, rags,
serap metal or other scrap or discarded goods, materials,
machinery or two or more unregistered, inoperable motor
vehicles or other type of junk.
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LANDSCAPE SCREEN — A completely planted visual barrier
composed of evergreen plants and trees arranged to form both a
low-level and a high-level screen. The high-level sereen shall
consist of evergreen trees planted at an initial height of not less
than five feet and planted at intervals of not more than twa
feet,

LAUNDROMAT — A building, or part thereof, where clothes
or other household articles are washed in selfservice machines
with a capacity for washing not exceeding 20 pounds dry weight
and where such washed clothes and articles may also be dried
ar ironed and no delivery service is provided in connection
therewith.

LAUNDRY — A huilding, or part thereof, other than a
laundromat, where clothes and other articles are washed, dried
and ironed.

LINE OF SIGHT — An area within the direct line hetween the
land-based antenna and the orbiting satellites; also known as
the "reception window."

LOT — A parcel of land occupied or to be occupied by a main
building or group of main buildings and accessory buildings,
together with such yards, open spaces, lot widths and lot areas
as are required by this Zoning chapter, and having frontage
upon a street, either shown on a plat of record or considered as
a unit of property and described by metes and bounds.

LOT CORNER — A lot bordering on two streets that intersect
at an angle not greater than 135°.

LOT, DEPTH OF — The average horizontal distance between
the front and the rear lot lines.

LOT, DOUBLE FRONTAGE — A lot, other than a corner lot,
which has frontage on two streets.

LOT, INTERIOR — Any lot other than a corner lot.

LOT LINE, FRONT --— The line separating the lot from a
street on which it fronts. On a corner lot, the front shall be
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deemed to be along the shorter dimension of the lot, and where
the dimensions are equal, the front shall be on that street on
which a predominance of the other lots in the block front.

LOT LINE, REAR — The lot line opposite and most distant
from the front lot line.

LOT LINE, SIDE — Any lot line other than a front or rear lot
line.

LOT OF RECORD — A lot shown upon a plan of subdivigion or
upon a plat attached or referred to in a deed described by metes
and bounds in a deed recorded in the County Clerk's office.

LOT WIDTH — The shortest horizontal distance between the
points where the minimum required front yard line intersects
the gide lot liner measured along the building setback line,

MANUFACTURED HOME, RESIDENTIAL DESIGNED — A
single-family dwelling built according to the federal
Manufactured Home Construction and Safety Standards (24
CFR 3280) HUD Code, which meets or exceeds the following
criteria:

A, The manufactured home has a mintmum width of over 20
feet (multi section).

B. The manufactured home has a minimum of 900 square feet
of enclosed living area.

C. The pitch of the roof has a minimum nominal 3/12 pitch
and has a type of shingle commonly used in standard
residential construction.

D. The exterior giding consists of vinyl or aluminum lap
siding, wood, masonite, or other materials similar to the
exterior giding commonly used in standard residential
construction.

All towing devices, wheels, axles, and hitches must be
removed,

o
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MANUFACTURED HOME, STANDARD DESIGNED — A
single-family dwelling built according to the federal
Manufactured Home Construction and Safety Standards (24
CFR 3280) HUD Code, which does not meet the eriteria of a
residential designed manufactured home,

MOBILE HOME (HOUSE TRAILER) — A movable or portable
dwelling over 32 feet in length and over eight feet wide,
constructed to be fowed on its own chassis, connected to
utilities and designed without a permanent foundation for
year-round occupancy, which can consist of one or more
components that can be retracted for towing purposes and
subsequently expanded for additional capacity or of two or more
units separately towahle but designed to be joined into one
integral unit.

MOBILE HOME PARK (TRAILER PARK) — A lot on which
are located or which is arranged or equipped for the
accommeodation of two or more mobile homes occupied for living
purposes and not accessory to a farm.

MODULAR HOME — A single-family dwelling which is
constructed according to the standards set forth in local or state
building codes and may consist of two or more sections
transported to the site in a manner similar to a manufactured
home, or a series of panels or room sections transported on a
truck and erected or joined together on a site. Modular homes
may or rmay not have an integrated chassis,

MOTEL, MOTOR COURT, TOURIST COURT, or MOTOR
LODGE - A huilding in which lodging or boarding and
lodging are provided and offered to the public for compensation.
As such, it i3 open to the public in contradistinction to a
boardinghouse or lodging house or a multiple dwelling; same as
hotel, except that the buildings are usually degigned to serve
tourists traveling by automobile, ingress and egress to rooms
need not be through a lobby or office, and parking usually is
adjacent to the dwelling unit.

NONCONFORMING LOT — An otherwise legally platted lot
that does not conform to the minimum area or width
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requirements of this Zoning chapter for the district in which it
is located, either at the effective date of this Zoning chapter or
as a result of subsequent amendments to this Zoning chapter.

NONCONFORMING USE — The otherwise legal use of a
building or structure or of a tract of land that does not conform
to the use regulations of this Zoning chapter for the district in
which it is located, either at the effective date of this Zoning
chapter or as a result of subsequent amendments to this Zoning
chapter.

NURSING HOME, CONVALESCENT HOME or REST
HOME — An establishment used as a dwelling place for the
aged, infirm, chronically ill or incurably afflicted persons, in
which not less than three persons live or are kept or provided
for on the premises for compensation, excluding clinics and
hospitals and similar institutions devoted to the diagnosis,
trentment or care of the sick or injured.

NYCRR — New York Conservation Rules and Regulations,

NYSDEC — New York State Department of Environmental
Congervation,

NYCDEP — New York City Department of Environmental
Protection.

NYSDOH - New York State Department of Health.

PARKING SPACE, OFF-STREET — An all-weather surfaced
area not in a street or alley and having an area of not less than
200 square feet, exclusive of driveways, permanently reserved
for the temporary storage of one vehicle and connected with a
street or alley by a surfaced driveway that affords ingress and
egress for an automobile without requiring another autormobile
to be moved.

PERSONAL WIRELESS TELECOMMUNICATIONS
SERVICES — Commercial mobile services, unlicensed wireless
gervices and common carrier exchange access services.
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PLANNING BOARD — The designated body appointed by the
Village Board for the purpose of reviewing and approving
applications and preparation of a Comprehensive Plan.

PUBLIC BUILDING — A building, or part thereof, owned or
leased and occupied and used by an agency or political
subdivision of the United States of America, the state, the
county or the municipality.

PUBLIC UTILITY — A clogely regulated enterprise with a
franchise for providing to the public a utility service deemed
necessary for public health, safety, and welfare,

PUBLIC WATER AND SEWER SYSTEMS — A water or
sewer system owned and operated by a municipality or county,
or owned and operated hy a private individual or a corporation
approved by the governing body and properly chartered and
certified by the appropriate state agency, and subject to special
regulations as herein set forth for the collection, treatment, and
disposal of wastes and the furnishing of potable water.

REGULATIONS — The whole body of regulations, text, charts,
tables, diagrams, maps, notations, references and symhols
contained or referred to in this chapter.

RENTAL UNIT — A dwelling unit intended for rental to
transients on a day-to-day or week-to-week basis but not
intended for use or used as a permanent dwelling and not
including culinary facilities,

RESIDENTIAL DISTRICTS — Any R-R, R-8, and R-M
Districts ag enumerated in this chapter.

RIGHT-OF-WAY, PRIVATE — Generally, the right of one to
pass over the property of another through legal means,
including deeds and property conveyances.

RIGHT-OF-WAY, PUBLIC — A strip of land acquired by
reservation, dedication, forced dedication, prescription, or
condemnation and intended to be occupied by a road, crosswalk,
railroad, electric transmission lines, oil or gas pipeline, water
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line, sanitary storm sewer, and other similar uses for the
interest of public health and safety.

ROOMING HOUSE — A building other than a hotel, motel or
motor lodge where, for compensation and by prearrangement
for definite periods, lodging, meals, or lodging and meals are
provided for three or more persons but containing no more than
five sleeping rooms.

RUBBISH — Includes all discarded or nenputrescent solid
wastes consisting of both combustible and noncombustible
wastes, including but not limited to paper and paper products,
rags, wrappings, cigarettes, cardboard, cans, yard clippings,
wood, glass, metalg, machinery, plasticg, rubber, leather, tires,
bedding, cloth, crockery, furniture, appliances and similar
itemas,

SEQRA — New York State Environmental Quality Review Act.

SETBACK — The required minimum horizontal distance
between the lot or property line and the nearest front, side, or
rear line of the building, including terraces or any covered
projection thereof, excluding steps.

SIGN — An identification, description, illustration, or device
which is affixed to or represented directly or indirectly upon a
building, structure or land and which directs attention to a
product, place, activity, person, institution or buginess.

SIGN, ACCESSORY — A sign relating only to uses on the
premises on which the sign is located or products sold on the
premises on which the sign is located or indicating the name or
address of a building or the occupants or management of a
building on the premises where the sign is located.

SIGN AREA — That area within a line including the outer
extremities of all letters, figures, characters and delineations or
within a line including the outer extremities of the framework
or background of the sign, whichever line includes the larger
area. The support for the sign background, whether it is
columng, a pylon or a building, or part thereof, shall not be
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included in the gign area. Only one side of a double-faced sign
shall be included in a computation of sign area. The area of a
cylindrical sign shall be computed by multiplying 1/2 of the
circumference by the height of the sign.

SIGN, BANNER — Any sign of lightweight fabric or similar
material that is mounted to a pole, building or other permanent
structure either advertising an event, sale or announcement or
as a decorative display. National flags, state or municipal flags,
or the official flag of any institution of business shall not be
considered as banners.

SIGN, DETACHED (GROUND SIGN) — A sign nof attached
to or painted on a building but which is affixed to the ground. A
sign attached to a flat surface such as a fence or wall not a part
of a building shall be considered a detached sign.

S8IGN, DOUBLE-FACED — A sign with two parallel, or nearly
parallel, faces, back to back, and located not more than 24
inches from each other.

SIGN, FLASHING — An illuminated sign on which the
artificial or reflected light is not maintained stationary and
constant in intensity and color at all times when in use, Any
sign that revolves or moves, whether illuminated or not, shall
be considered a flashing sign.

SIGN, FLAT (WALL SIGN) — Any sign attached to, and
erected parallel to the face of, or erected or painted on the
outside wall of, a building and supported throughout itz length
by such wall or building and not extending more than 18 inches
from the building wall.

SIGN, GENERAL ADVERTISING — Any sign that is not an
accessory sign or that is not specifically limited to a special
purpose by these regulations. A billboard shall be considered a
large general advertising sign.

SIGN, HEIGHT OF — The vertical distance from the street
grade or the average lot grade at the front setback line,
whichever is greater, to the highest point of the sign.
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SIGN, ILLUMINATED — Any sign designed to give forth
artificial light or designed to refleet light from one or more
sources of artificial light erected for the purpose of providing
light from the sign.

SIGN, INDIRECTLY ILLUMINATED — A sgign which does not
produce artificial light from within itself but which iz opaque
and back-lighted or illuminated by spotlights or floodlights not
a part of or attached to the sign itself, or a sign of translucent
nontrangparent material illuminated from within but with no
exposed or exterior bulbs, tubes or other light source,

SIGN, MARQUEE — Any sign attached to or hung from a
marquee. For the purpose of the article, a "marquee" i3 a
covered structure projecting from and supported by the building
with independent roof and drainage provisions and which is
erccted over a doorway or doorways as protection against the
weather,

SIGN, NEON — A sign composed of discharge lamps which
containe large amounts of the colorless and odorless inert
gaseous element known as "neon."

SIGN, PORTABLE — Any sign not permanently attached to
the ground or other permanent structure, or a sign designed to
be transported, including but not limited to signs designed to be
transported by means of wheels; signs converted to A- or
T-frames; menu and sandwich board signs; balloons used as
signs; umbrellas used for advertising; and signs attached to or
painted on vehicles parked and visible from the public
right-of-way, wunless s=aid vehicle is used in the normal
day-to-day operations of the business.

SIGN, PROJECTING — A sign that is attached to and projects
more than 18 inches from the face of a wall of a building. The
term "projecting sign" includes a marquee sign.

SIGN, TEMPORARY —  Any sign that is used only
provigionally and ig not permanently mounted.
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SOLAR COLLECTOR — A device or structure designed to
absorb incident solar radiation to convert the solar radiation to
thermal, chemical or electrical energy and to transfer the
converted energy to 2 medium passing through or in contact
with it,

SOLAR ENERGY — Radiant energy (direct, diffuse and
reflected) received from the sun.

SOLAR ENERGY SYSTEM — An arrangement or combination
of components and structures designed to provide heating,
cooling, hot water or electricity through the process of
collecting, converting, storing, protecting against unnecessary
dissipation and distributing solar energy.

SOLID WASTE - Includes all putrescent and nonputrescent
material and substances discarded or rejected as having served
their original intended use or as being spent, useless, worthless
or in excesg to the owner at the time of such discard or
rejection, including but not limited to household and
commercial garbage, industrial waste, rubbish, debris, litter
and ashes.

STABLE, PRIVATE — An accessory building, not related to
the ordinary operation of a farm, for the housing of not more
than four horses or mules owned by a person or persons living
on the premises and which horses or mules are not for hire or
sale,

STABLE, PUBLIC — Any stable for the housing of horses or
mules, operated for remuneration, hire, sale or stabling, or any
stable, not related to the ordinary operation of a farm, with a
capacity of more than four horses or mules, whether or not such
stable is operated for remuneration, hire, sale or stabling.

STORY — That portion of a building included between the
surface of any floor and the surface of the floor next above it, or
if there be no floor above it, then the space between such floor
and the ceiling next above it. A basement shall be counted as a
story for the purpose of height measurement if its ceiling is
over five feet above the level from which the height of the
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building is measured or if it iz used for business purposes other
than storage, or if it is used as a separate dwelling unit by
other than a janitor or other employee and his family.

STORY, HALF - A partial story under a gable, hip or gambrel
roof, the wall plates of which on at least two opposite exterior
sides are not more than two feet above the floor of such story;
provided, however, that any such story used as a separate
dwelling unit, by other than a janitor or other employee and his
family, shall be counted as a full story.

STREET CENTER LINE — The center line of a street as
shown in any of the official records of the county or of the
municipality or as established by the Municipal Engineer or by
the State Department of Highways. If no center line has been
established, the center line of the street shall be a line lying
midway between the side lines of the right-of-way thereof.

STREET LINE — The line between a lot, tract, or parcel of
land and a contiguous street.

STREET (ROAD) — A public or private thoroughfare that
affords the principal means of access to abutting properties,
whether designated as a freeway, expressway, highway, road,
avenue, boulevard, lane, place, cirele, or however otherwise
degignated.

SWIMMING POOL —  Any portable pool or permanent
structure containing a body of water 18 inches or more in depth
and 250 square feet or more of water surface area, intended for
recreational purposes, including a wading pool, but not
including an ornamental reflecting pool or fish pond or other
type of pool, located and designed go ag not to create a hazard
or be used for swimming or wading,

TELECOMMUNICATIONS ACCESSORY STRUCTURE —

Accessory buildings and structures, including base stations,
designed and used to shelter telecommunications equipment
and/or to support personal wireless telecommunications
facilities and located on the same lot as a telecommunications
facility or tower.
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TELECOMMUNICATIONS ANTENNA — An antenna
designed to transmit or receive communications as authorized
by the Federal Communications Commission (FCC), including
but not limited to radio, televigion, cellular, paging, PCS and
microwave  communications, Degign examples of a
telecommunications antenna are described as follows: a) whip;
b) panel; and ¢) dish. The term "telecommunications antenna"
shall not include an amateur radio operator's equipment as
licensed by the FCC or private, residential reception
equipment.

TOURIST HOME — A dwelling with a family in residence
containing more than two and fewer than 10 rooms rented for

lodging.

TOWNHOUSE — A single-family dwelling designed to be sold
as a unit but forming one of a group or series of three or more
attached single-family dwellings separated from one another by
walls without doors, windows or other provisions for human
passage or visibility through such walls from basement to roof
and having roofs that may extend from one of the dwelling
units to another.

TRAILER (CAMPER) — A structure that ia:

A. Intended to be transported over the streets and highways
(either as a motor vehicle or attached to or hauled by a
motor vehicle); and

B. Designed for temporary use as 8 sleeping quarters but
does not satisfy one or more of the definition criteria of a
manufactured or mobile home as defined in this chapter.

USABLE SATELLITE SIGNAL — A satellite signal that,
when viewed on a conventional television set, is at least equal
in picture quality to that received from lecal commercial
television stations or by way of cable television.

VEHICLE, CLASSIC/ANTIQUE — A vehicle that is more than
25 years old and not abandoned.
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VEHICLE, MOTQR — A selfpropelled device used for
transportation of people or goods over land surfaces and
licensed as a motor vehicle.

YARD — An open space, other than a court, on a lot and
unoccupied and unobstructed from the ground upward, except
as otherwise provided in this Zoning chapter.

YARD, FRONT — A yard lying between the front lot line and
the nearest part of the building or use not hereinafter excepted
and extending across the full width of the lot. The "front yard
depth" shall mean the distance, measured horizontally,
between any part of the building or use not specifically
excepted and the front lot lne.

YARD MEASUREMENT — In measuring a yard, the "building
line" shall be deemed to mean a line parallel to the nearest lot
line drawn through the point of a building or the point of a
group of buildings necarest to such lot line, and the
measurement shall be taken at right angles from the building
line to the nearest lot line,

YARD, REEAR — A yard lying between the rear lot line and the
nearest part of the building not hereinafter excepted and
extending across the full width of the lot. The "rear yard" shall
mean the distance, measured horizontally, between any part of
the building not specifically excepted and the rear lot line,

YARD, SIDE — A yard lying between a gide lot line and the
nearest part of the building or use not hereinafter excepted and
extending from the front yard to the rear yard. "Side yard
width" shall mean the shortest distance, measured horizontally,
between any part of the building or use not specifically
excepted and the nearest side lot line.

ZONING —- The delineation of districts and the establishment
of regulations poverning the use, placement, spacing, and size
of land and buildings.

ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS (ZBA) — An officially
constituted body whose principal duties are to hear appeals
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and, where appropriate, grant variances for the strict
application of the Zoning chapter. The ZBA is also the
responsible body for interpreting the meaning of the Zoning
chapter and the Zoning Map.

ZONING MAP — The map or maps that are a part of the
Zoning chapter and delineate the boundaries of zone districts.

Districts and Maps

% 53-8. Enumeration of districts.

The Village of Walton iz hereby divided into five classes of
districts, which shall be known as:

A. Residential Recreational (R-R).
Single-Family Residential (R-8).
Multiple-Family Residential (R-M).
General Business (B-G).

General Industry (1-G).

§ 63-9. Boundaries; Zoning Map.

The location and boundaries of the previougly mentioned
districts are hereby established by the designations, location
and boundaries thereof as set forth and indicated on the map
entitled "Zoning Map for the Village of Walton, New
York."? Where uncertainty exists as to any of said boundaries
as shown on said Map, the following rules shall apply:

A. Boundary on street, railroad right-of-way, stream, lot or
property line. Where the designation on said map indicates
a district boundary line approximately on a street, railroad

2, Editor'a Note: Said Zoning Map is on file in the office of the Village Clerk and
may be examined there during regular office hours.
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right-of-way, stream, lot, or property line on plots of record
at the time of passage of this Zoning chapter shall be
construed to be the boundary of the district.

The dwelling units and individual lots of a
townhouse may be sold separately if separate
utilities systems are provided and if separate lots for
all dwelling units in a building are created at the
game time and in conformance with local laws
governing subdivigion.

The townhouse building shall comply with minimum
lot requirements contained in the district regulations
of Article IV, but each dwelling unit of a townhouse
need not be located on a lot complying with
minimum lot area and lot area per family
requirements in the regulations, provided that the
average for all dwelling units in the building equals
or exceeds the minimum requirements and provided
that no lot is created with a lot area less than 2,000
square feet.

Lot frontage may be waived in accordance with an
approved site plan, and lot width measured at the
building line for individual dwelling units of a
townhouse may be reduced to not less than 18 feet.
Lot width for end units shall be adequate to provide
the required front and side yards.

For the purpose of the side yard regulations, a
townhouse building shall be considered as one
building on one lot with side yards required for end
units only, in accordance with the district
regulations of Article IV. Any side yard adjacent to
the line of a lot occupied by a detached single-family
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dwelling or a lot in a single-family residential
district shall not be less than 25 feet.

(5) No detached garage or carport or other detached
accessory building shall be permitted on a lot
occupied by a townhouse.

(6) Provision satisfactory to the Village Board and
approved by the municipality's Attorney shall be
made to agsure that nonpublic areas for the common
use and enjoyment of occupants of townhouges, but
not individual ownership by such occupants, shall be
maintained in a satisfactory manner without
expense to the general taxpayer,

A fence or wall not more than 3 1/2 feet in
height from the ground may be constructed for
any required front and side yard. After a
distance of no less than 20 feet from the
sidewalk or curb, if a sidewalk is not available,
the fence or wall, including the structural
members, may increase to a maximum of seven
feet front ground level. If 20 feet of space from
the sidewalk or curb is not available, the Code
Enforcement Qfficial has the diseretion to allow
an increase to occur within the twenty-foot
requirement, The maximum vertical clearance
between the ground level and the bottom of the
fence or wall shall be no more than two inches,
measured on the side of the fence or wall which
faces away from the applicant's property.

All fences or walls must be erected within the
property line of the applicant/owner and not
within any public right-of-way.

No fence or wall shall be erected s0 as to
encroach on public property or encroach upon
property owned by any person or entity other
than the applicant/owner.

No fence or wall shall be erected so as to
encroach on a public right-of-way or interfere
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with vehicular or pedestrian property or
visibility by pedestrians or operators of motor
vehicles at corner lots or where any vehicle
enters a roadway.

(e) Any fence or wall which the Code Enforcement
Official reasonably determines may cause a
nuisance, a fire hazard, a dangerous condition
or any obstruction to persons and equipment in
combating fires or may endanger public safety
i# hereby prohibited.

() A fence or wall shall be constructed and
installed so as to have the good side facing the
public or private property adjoining that of the
applicant/owner. Fence or wall posts shall be
placed on the owner's side of the fence.

(g) All fences must follow the natural contour of
the ground, If there is a drop or rise in the land
along the fence line, the ground can be raised
or lowered to maintain the level of the fence,
The first and last section must remain level.

(h) The following types of fences are expressly
prohibited: barbed wire and electrically charged
fences, except underground fences wused to
confine animals.

Accessory swimming pools, open and unenclosed may
occupy a required rear or side yard if they are not
located closer than five feet to a rear or side lot line.
A walk space at least three feet wide shall he
provided between pool walls and protective fences or
barrier walls. Every swimming pool shall be
protected by a safety fence or barrier and shall have
provisions for adequate discharge of water when a
pool is drained or damaged.

§ 53-16. Satellite dish antennas.

A

Findings and purpose. The Board of Trustees of the Village
of Walton has become concerned about the appearance and
impact of dish antennas. The Board finds that, unless
regulated, dish antennas can be installed in an
aesthetically unpleasant manner with an adverse impact
on surrounding property values and the enjoyment and use
of surrounding properties, The intent and purpose of this
section is to establish a procedure and criteria to avoid the
adverse impacts of the installation of dish antennas and to
preserve the character, beauty and general welfare of the
municipality. :

Applicability. Large dish antennas, over two feet in
diameter, in residential districts shall be considered
conditional vses and are subject to review by the Planning
Board in accordance with Article XIV of this chapter. Both
large and small antennas shall require a building permit
issued by the Code Enforcement Official and shall comply
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with all minimum yard setback requirements. Antennas
shall not be located in front yards.

The Code
Enforcement Official shall approve the application if
all minimum yard and setback requirements have
been met, as well as applicable requirements of the
current New York State Building Codes.
Furthermore, the dish antenna shall not be located
on any portable structure.

For large dishes in residential districts. Applications
for a conditional use permit shall be made to the
Village Board of Trustees, The owner or an
authorized representative shall submit plans and
sketches, Said plan shall show the loeation of all
phygical improvements on the subject premises and
the proposed location of the dish antenna. Proposged
new landscaping shall be depicted. The applicant
shall present documentation of the possession of any
required license by any federal, state or local agency,
All applications shall be referred by the Board of
Trustees for the review and recommendation of the
Planning Board under Article XIV of the Zoning
chapter. The Planning Board shall gubmit its report
and recommendation to the Board of Trustees within
62 days of the referral of the application by the
Trustees to the Planning Board. No building permit
shall be isgued by the Code Enforcement Official for
the installation of any large antenns in a regidential
district, except after an approval is obtained under
this section from the Board of Trustees.

The
lighting shall be arranged and inatalled to minimize
glare on property in a residential district.

Screening. When off-street parking areas for 10 or
more automobiles are located closer than 50 feet to a
lot in a residential district, or to any lot upon which
there is a dwelling as a permitted use under these
regulations, and where such parking areas are not
entirely screened visuslly from such lot by an
Intervening building or structure, a continuous,
visual screen with a minimum height of six feet shall
be provided between the parking area and said lot in
a residential district or upon which there is a
dwelling. Such screen may consist of a compact
evergreen hedge or foliage screening or a louvered
wall or fence.

A sign permit is required for every external
permanent sign or other advertising structure
erected, constructed, posted, altered or relocated
after the adoption of this chapter so as to allow the
Code Enforcement Official the ability to ensure that
every external permanent sign or other advertising
structure erected, constructed, posted, altered or
relocated is in accordance with this chapter.

The Code Enforcement Official shall have five
business days, upon receipt of a permit application,
to determine whether a filed sign permit is
approvable. If the proposed external permanent sign
or other advertising structure is in compliance with
all such requirements of this chapter, the Code
Enforcement Official shall approve the sign permit.
If within five business days no determination has
been made, the permit application will be deemed
approved also. If the proposed external permanent
sign or other advertising structure is not in
compliance with all such requirements of this
chapter, the Code Enforcement Official shall deny
the sign permit and provide the reason(s) for denial.
Upon meeting the reasons for permit denial, sign
permit approval will be granted.

Should the approved external permanent sign or
other advertising structure not be erected,
constructed, posted, altered or relocated within one
year after the date of approval, the approval shall
become null and veid.

B. All external permanent signs or other advertising
structures shall be erected and constructed in a fashion so
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as not to jeopardize the safety of the community or
aobstruct traffic, Structural, safety, and electrical systems
and features of all external permanent signs or other
advertising structures shall be in accordance with the
requirements of any and all applicable federal, state and
local building codes and ordinances (i.e., New York State
Building Code).

C. Unsafe and unlawful signs are any signs that pose a threat
to the safety of the public or abstruct traffic.

If the Code Enforcement Official shall find that any
external permanent sgign or other advertising
structure regulated herein iz unsafe or a menace to
the public, has been constructed or erected
improperly, or is being maintained in violation of the
provigions established in this chapter, the Code
Enforcement Official shall give written notice to the
owner of or the responsible party for the external
permanent sign or other advertising structure to
remedy the situation.

If the owner of or the responsible party for the
external permanent sign or other advertising
structure fails to remedy the situation within 30
days after such notice, the external permanent sign
or other advertizing structure shall be removed or
altered to comply with the provisions of this chapter
at the expense of the owner of or the responsible
party for the external permanent sign or other
advertising structure.

The Code Enforcement Official, in addition to
exercising any and all other remedies provided for in
this chapter for a violation hereof, may have any
external permanent sign or other advertising
structure removed immediately and without notice if
it poses an immediate threat to the public's safety or
obstructs traffic. The owner of or the responsible
party for the external permanent sign or other
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advertising structure shall pay any expenseg
incurred,

Any external permanent sign or other advertising
structure that no longer advertises a bona fide business
conducted or product sold shall be removed by the owner of
or the responsible party for the gign or other advertising
structure within 90 days after written notification from the
Code Enforcement Official. The Code Enforcement Official
has the authority to have the external permanent sign or
other advertising structure removed at the expense of the
owner of or the responsible party for the external
permanent gign or other advertising structure upon failure
to comply with the written notice. Businesses being
actively sold shall be exempt from the above provision.

Any external permanent sign or advertising structure
lawfully erected prior to the adoption of this chapter that
does not conform to the provisions and standards of this
article shall be allowed to remain in existence until such
time as the external permanent sign or other advertising
structure iz altered in any way or the business is
discontinued or sold.

For multiple residences or apartment developments,
one sign advertising the availability of residential
units for rent, not exceeding four square feet.

D. General Business District (B-G). Subject to the general
sign regulations above, any external permanent sign or
other advertising structure is permitted within this distriet
and may be erected or constructed in accordance with the
structural and safety requirements of the New York State
Building Code so as not to jeopardize the safety of the
community or obstruct traffic.

E. General Industry District (I-G). Subject to the general sign
regulations ahave, any sign or other advertising strueture
is permitted within this district and may be erected or
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constructed in accordance with the structural and safety
requirements of the New York State Building Code so as
not to jeopardize the safety of the community or obatruct
traffic,

§ 53-21. Construction standards.

A. General provisions,

All external permanent signs or other advertising
structures shall comply with any and all applicable
regulations of the New York State Building Code
and the National Electric Code,

All external permanent freestanding signs or other
advertising structures shall be designed and
constructed to withstand a wind pressure of not less
than 20 pounds per square foot or surface area, and
all signs, including wall-mounted signs, shall be
securely anchored. All external permanent signs or
other advertising structures, supports and electric
work shall be kept clean and free from all hazards,
such as, but not limited to, faulty wiring, and loose
supports, braces, guys and anchors.

B. Specific external permanent sign type regulations for R-R,
R-5, and R-M Districts.

Wall signs.

(a) Wall signs shall not extend beyond the ends or
over the top of the walls to which attached.

{(b) Wall signs, except for certasin electric signs,
shall not extend more than six inches from the
face of the buildings to which attached. Electric
signs may extend a distance of up to 14 inches
to accommodate a sign and a code-required
transformer box, but in no case shall this box
extend more than eight inches from the face of
the building to which it is attached. Whenever
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possible, the transformer box shall be concealed
inside the building.

No freestanding sign shall be located less than
50 feet from any other freestanding sign.

No freestanding sign shall be more than 40
square feet per side for a double-faced sign.

No freestanding sign shall be more than 20 feet
in height above finished grade. Such height
shall be measured vertically from the
established average grade directly below the
gign or entry level of the building or structure,
whichever is lower, to the highest point of the
sign, including suppoerting structures,

No freestanding sign shall extend over or into
the public right-of-way, nor shall it overhang
the property lines.

Freestanding signs under which a pedestrian
walkway or driveway passes must have a
vertical clearance of 10 fect.

Window gigns.

No window sign shall be affixed to the exterior
of the window. All exterior signs shall be
classified as wall signs.

The area of the window sign shall not exceed
25% or 100 square feet, whichever is less, of the
area of the window.

Roof signs. A roof sign must be installed in a plane
parallel to the wall of the facade of the building that
the roof covers. In no case shall a roof sign extend
above the peak of the roof or above the parapet wall
of the building facade. The bottom portion of the roof
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sign, except for certain electric signs, shall not
extend a distance of more than 14 inches to
accommodate a sign and a code-required transformer
box, but in no case shall the bottom of this box
extend more than eight inches from the roof surface
to which it is attached. Whenever possible, the
transformer hox shall be enclosed inside the
building. All bracing for a roof sign shall be enclosed
in a structure,

Backlit signs, All backlit signs shall have a dark
background. Only the letters and/or message area of
the sign shall be illuminated. Whenever possible,
they shall be constructed flush with the building
facade.

§ 53-22. Enforcement; penalties for offenses.

A. Violations.

(1)

Any of the following shall be a violation of this
article and shall be subject to enforcement and
penalties provided by this article and by applicable
state regulations:

(a) To install, create, erect or maintain any
external permanent sign or other advertising
structure in a way that is inconsistent with any
permit governing such sign or the Zzoning
district in which the sign is located.

(b) Failure to remove any external permanent gign
or other advertising structure that is installed,
created, erected or maintained in violation of
this article.

(¢) Continuance of a viclation. Each day a violation
i5 continued shall be considered a separate
violation when applying the penalty portions of
thig article.
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(2) Each external permanent sign or other advertising
structure installed, created, erected or maintained in
violation of this article shall be congidered a separate
violation when applying the penalty portions of this
article,

Any violation or attempted violation of this article or of
any condition or requirement adopted pursuant hereto
may be restrained, corrected, or abated, as the case may
be, by injunction or other appropriate proceedings
pursuant to state law. A violation of this chapter shall be
considered a violation of the Zoning Law of the Village of
Walton. The remedies of the Village shall include the
following:

(1) Issuing a stop-work order for all work on any
external permanent signs or other advertising
gtructures.

(2} Seeking an injunction or other order of restraint or
abatement that requires the correction of the non
conformance or the removal of the external
permanent sign or other advertising structure.

(3) Imposing any penalties that can be imposed directly
by the Village under this Zoning chapter.

(4} In the case of an external permanent sign or other
adverticing structure that poses an immediate
danger to the safety of the community or obstructs
traffic, measures can be taken that are available to
the Village under the applicable provisions of the
Zoning Law and New York State Building Code for
such circumstances,

The Village shall have such other remedies as are and as
may from time to time be provided for or allowed by state
law for the violation of the Zoning Law. This includes the
imposition of a fine to the violator not to exceed $250 for
each violation sited by the Code Enforcement Official. The

§ 53-23. Appeals.

A. Any person agprieved by a decision of the Code
Enforcement Official relative to the provisions of this
article may appeal such decision in writing to the Zoning
Board of Appeals (ZBA) as provided in the Zoning chapter,

B. The ZBA, within 15 days of receiving the written
grievance, will hold a meeting to review the denial. The
ZBA will then make a determination on whether the denial
will stand or not.

ARTICLE VIIIL
Adult Uses

% 53-24. Purpose.

Adult uses, due to their nature, have serious objectionable
characteristics that can have a significant impact on the
neighborhood and community in which they are located,
particularly when located in close proximity to residential areas
and recreational/commercial areas. The objectionable
characteristics of these areas are further heightened by their
concentration in any one area, thereby having deleterious
effects on adjacent areas. The uncontrolled proliferation of such
uses would be inconsistent with the Village as a primarily
residential and family-oriented community as well as a
recreational destination, Such uses can contribute to the
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blighting or downgrading of areas in which they are located
because of their related potential for an inecrease in crime and
the undermining of the economic and social welfare of the
community. The special regulations deemed necessary to
control the undesirable secondary effects arising from adult
uges are set forth below. The primary purpose of these controls
and regulations is to preserve the integrity and character of the
residential community. The provisions of thiz article have
neither the purpose nor the effect of imposing a limitation or
restriction on the content of any communicative materials, or to
deny access by adults to adult uses.

§ 53-25. Conditional wuse  approval; additional
requirements.

A. No adult use shall be established except upon the receipt
of a conditional use approval from the Village Planning
Board in accordance with Article XVII of this chapter and
the provisions herein. All adult uses shall be allowed in the
digtrict(s) as identified in this Zoning chapter.

B. Adult wuses shall also conform to the following
requirements:

(L) An adult use ghall not be located within a radius of
500 feet of any property currently in residential use,

(2) No adult use shall be located within a radiug of 500
feet of another adult use.

(3) No adult use shall be located within a radius of 500
feet of any religious institotion, educational
institution, public park or recreational facility, civic
facility or day-care center.

(4) No more than one adult use shall be located on any
lot.

(5) No adult use shall be located in any building that is
uged in whole or in part for residential uses.
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The required setbacks shall be doubled for each
district herein and shall be measured from the
property line of the premises, as the same shall be
appropriate for such purposes herein.

All building openings, including doors and windows,
gshall be located, covered or screened in such a
manner as to prevent a view into the establishment
from any public street, sidewalk or parking area.

As a condition of approval of any adult use, there
shall be a restrietion that no person under the age of
18 years shall be permitted into or on the premises.

Any sign for an adult use shall conform to all
signage requirements of this chapter.

No loud speakers or sound equipment shall be used
by adult uses that can be heard by the public from
cutszide the establishment.

ARTICLE IX
Home Occupations

§ 53-26. Minor and major home occupations.

A, Minor home occupations.

(1)

(2)

The occupations or activities shall be carried on
wholly within the principal building or within a
building or structure accessory thereto. An area
equivalent to no more than 20% of the floor area of
the dwelling unit shall be used for the occupations.
Such area shall be within the dwelling or another
structure accessory thereto. No outdoor storage is
permitted.

The occupations shall be carried on by the occupant
of the dwelling and shall not employ any persons
outgide the resident household.
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There shall be no exterior display or sign except as
permitted under the requirements of the district, no
exterior storage of materials and no other exterior
indication of the home occupations or variation from
the residential character of the lot or the
surrounding neighborhood.

The occupations shall not produce any offensive odor,
noise, smoke, dust, heat, electrical interference, or
glare detectable to normal sensory perception outside
the structure.

Any need for parking generated by the occupations
shall be met off the street and in accordance with the
regulations of this chapter.

No more than one commercial-type vehicle shall be
used in connection with the occupations and/or be
parked on the property,

B. Major home occupations. Major home occupations shall
adhere to the regulations for minor home occupations
(Subsection A), except that:

They shall require site plan review approval to
operate; and

The total floor area designed for and allotted to the
major home occupation shall not exceed 40% of total
floor area; and

No more than two persons who are not residents of
the dwelling unit shall be employed at the site of the
major home occupation.

ARTICLE X
Mobile Homes and Mobile Home Parks

§ 53-27. Mobile homes not in mobile home park.

A mobile home located on a private lot and not in a mobile
home park will be permitted in the Village of Walton, in the
R-R District only, when the following standards have been met:

A.

All mobile homes shall receive site plan approval in
accordance with Article XIV of this chapter before
installation and issuance of a certificate of occupancy.

All of the area requirements (lot area, lot width, yards)
have been complied with, Expandable rooms, enclosed
patios and garages, and structural additions shall be
ineluded as part of the mobile home in determining yard
size.

The mobile home is provided with potable water and a safe
and adequate sewage disposal system. All NYCDEP and
the NYSDOH requirements for soil percolation, septic tank
capacity and installation, separationz, well location and
similar factors which apply to conventional housing shall
apply to all mobile homes that are not utilizing municipal
water and septic.

The mobile home is provided with a permanent foundation
with footers below the frost line or with a stand and
support capable of providing a firm base and containing
the mobile home in a stable position. Such stand shall
have a dimension equal to the width and length of the
home and any expansions or extensions thereto and shall
be a full-size concrete slab at least six inches thick.

The mobile home shall be provided with anchors or
tiedowns, at least at the corners, attached to concrete
footings installed below the frost line or embedded in
concrete runners or a concrete slab that may be provided
as the mobile home stand.
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F. Tires and wheels shall be removed from the mobile home.
If practical, the hitch shall also be removed.

G. The mobile home will be provided with skirts to screen the
space between the mobile home and the stand. Such skirts
shall be of concrete block or permanent material similar to
that used in the mobile home and providing a finished
exterior appearance and shall be installed within 60 days
from the date of issuance of a certificate of occupancy for
the mobile home,

H. Any mobile home with its length as much as three times
its width shall be placed with the long axis perpendicular
to the front lot line or, if otherwise placed than to provide a
side yard on each side, at least 1/2 as great as the length of
the unit,

I.  Any construction of storage space, additional rooms, or
enclosed patios or carports shall have a finished exterior
appearance. No exposed building paper, wallboard or other
impermanent and unfinished material will be permitted.

J. The mobile home bears the seal required by the State of

New York or an equivalent acceptable to the State of New
York.

K. Other appropriate environmentsl standards that may be
imposed by the Planning Board.

% 53-28. Issuance of permits.

A, Upon receipt of a written application, the Code
Enforcement Official shall issue a building permit for the
installation of a mobile home not located in a mobile home
park when it has been determined that the standards set
forth in § 53-30 have been complied with.

B. The application for a mobile home building permit shall
provide:
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(1) The name and address of the applicant.

(2) The street and number where such mobile home is to
be located.

(3) Evidence that mobile home bears the seal required
by the State of New York or an equivalent.

(4) A drawing showing placement of the mobile home on
the lot and location of the water supply and sewage
disposal system.

(5) Evidence as needed to demonstrate that the
standards in § 53-30 have been, or will be, complied
with.

§ 53-29. Certificate of occupancy.

Before any mobile home, for which a permit has been issued in
accordance with § 53-30 of this chapter, is occupied, a
certificate of occupancy shall be issued by the Code
Enforcement Official certifying that the mobile home has been
installed in sccordance with the provisions of Article X of this
chapter. A temporary certificate may be issued to allow
occupancy while nonessential improvements, such as skirting,
are being made. Such temporary certificate shall be valid for 60
days, after which time any remaining noncompliance shall
constitute a violation of this Zoning chapter.

§ 53-30. Mobile home parks.

A. Location, A mobile home park shall be permitted
conditionally in the Village of Walton only in R-R and I-G
Districts if the Village Planning Board has approved an
acceptable site plan and the Code Enforcement Official has
been authorized to issue a mobile home park permit.

B. Permit application. Application for a permit for a mobile
home park shall be submitted to the Code Enforcement
Official in triplicate and shall include:
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The name and address of the applicant.

The name and address of the owner of land upon
which the park is to be located.

A location map showing how the park relates to the
existing road system.

A preliminary plan of the park showing how the
overall design is in accordance with the standards
set forth in this article.

Provisions for a hookup to the Village municipal
water supply and sewage disposal have bheen
approved by the Superintendent of Public Works, the
NYCDEP and the NYSDOH.

Topography and soils of the site, including all areas
that are wet or subject to flooding, are properly
mitigated.

Proposed cross-section design of park roadways to be
designed to the minimum Village road standards.

A statement of all contemplated rules, regulations,
restrictions and covenants applying in the park,
including requirements to get into the park,
management and tenant responsibilities, entrance or
departure fees, utility connection fees and security
deposits.

A long form environmental assessment form has
been submitted.

Any additional information that the developer feels
will help the Planning Board in its review of the
proposed parlk.

C. Procedure.
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The Code Enforcement Official shall have 15 days to
review the complete application and site plan prior
to submitting it to the Village Planning Board.

The Code Enforcement Official shall submit one copy
of the application to the Village Planning Board for
site plan review at least 10 days before the regular
Planning Board meeting.

Within 30 days from receipt of a complete
application, the Planning Board shall have =a
conference with the developer to discuss the
preliminary plan and the required environmental
review applicable thereto,

Within 30 days of the conference with the developer,
the Planning Board shall hold a public hearing,
complete the long form EAF and make a SEQRA

determination.

The public hearing shall be advertised in the official
Village newspaper at leagt 10 days prior to the
hearing, and the applicant shall notify all property
owners within 500 feet of the parcel by certified
mail.

Within 62 days of the public hearing, the Planning
Board shall act on the site plan application.

Upon final site plan approval by the Village
Planning Board, a mobile home park permit shall be
izgued by the Code Enforcement Official. Such
permit shall be temporary and must be renewed
every two years after issuance.

The site plan approval shall be valid for a peried of
gix months. If construction has not begun within gix
months, the approval shall become null and veid.

When construction is completed in accordance with |
the final plan as approved by the Village Planning

Board, the Code Enforcement Official shall issue a
certificate of occupaney.

D. Environmental standards. In reviewing proposed mobile
home park site plans, the Planning Board shall use the
following environmental standards as guidelines:

Density and lot size. The density of development in a
mobile home park shall not exceed five units per
gross acre of site to be developed. Mobile home lots
shall have a minimum area of 7,000 square feet and
a minimum width of 55 feet.

Separation. Mobile home units may be positioned in
a variety of ways within a park if a separation of at
least 30 feet is maintained between the extremities
of any two units.

Setback. No mobile home shall be located less than
25 feet from the pavement edge of a private street or
25 feet from the right-of-way of any public street
within the mobile home park. A minimum of 30 feet
ghall be maintained between mobile home units and
all park boundary lines, except that at least 60 feet
shall be maintained between gll units and any park
boundary abutting an existing single-family
residence, public road, highway or railroad.

Road layout and construction. A drawing of the
proposed park layout, showing connections to be
made to existing roads, shall be included as part of
the mobile home park plans. Attempts should be
made to avoid long straight stretches and gridiron
systems when possible. The paved surface of all
private roads within a mobile home park shall be at
least 20 feet wide, and the Village Superintendent of
Public = Works shall approve  construction
specifications. Any public roads that may fall within
the park shall have a fifty-foot right-of-way and be
constructed to Village road specifications,
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Parking, Two off-street parking spaces shall be
provided for each mobile home site. Such spaces may
be located on the individual lot or grouped to serve
two or more mobile home sites, Off-street parking
spaces shall be constructed of at least a four-inch
compacted gravel base with a one-inch hard surface
material.

Recreation and open space. Usable and easily
accessible recreation areas shall be provided for park
occupants, At least 400 square feet of open space per
mobile home unit ghall be included in the plan, with
a total minimum requirement of 10,000 square feet,

Mobile home stand. Each mobile home site shall be
provided with a permanent foundation with footers
below the frost line or with a stand and support
capable of providing a firm base and containing the
mobile home in a stable position. Such stand shall
have a dimension equal to the width and length of
the home and any expansions or exfensions thereto
and shall be a full-size concrete slab at least six
inches thick.

Tie-downs. Each mobile home stand shall bhe
provided with anchors or tie-downs, at least at the
corners, attached to concrete footings installed below
the frost line or embedded in concrete runners or a
concrete slab that may be provided as the mobile
home stand.

Patio. Each mobile home site shall be provided with
a concrete patio with a minimum width of 10 feet
and a total area of at least 120 square feet.

Walkways. Each mobile home site shall be provided
with a walkway from the stand or patio to the street
or to a driveway or to a parking area connecting to
the street. Such walkway shall be at least 18 inches
wide and four inches deep constructed with a
crushed-stone base and a hard surface.
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Landscaping. Exposed ground surfaces in all parts of
a mobile home park shall be paved, surfaced with
crushed stone or other solid material, or protected
with grass or plant material to prevent erosion and
reduce .dust. At least one tree shall be planted on
each mobile home lot if no such tree already exists.
Planted trees shall have a caliper of at least two
inches three feet above the ground.

Mobile home installation. At the time of installation,
the mobile home unit shall be securely blocked,
leveled, tied down, and connected to the required
utility systemsz and support services. The mobile
home shall be completely skirted within 60 days of
occupancy. Materials used for skirting shall provide
a finished exterior appearance, and no exposed
wallboard, building paper or similar unfinished
material will be permitted.

Water supply. If public water ig within 500 feet and
available, the mobile home park must be hooked to
such system. When a public water supply is not
available, an approved private supply and system
shall be established in accordance with the following
standards:

(a) A minimum rate of 200 gallong per day per
mobile home gzite shall be provided at a
minimum presgure of 20 pounds per square
inch at peak demand.

(b} A water service conmnection consisting of a
service box with a shutoff valve installed below
the frost line and a three-quarter riser pipe
shall be supplied to each mobile home site.
Surface drainage shall be diverted from the
connection. The design and construction of all
components of such systems shall be subject to
the inspection and approval of the Code
Enforcement Official and the NYSDOH.
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Sewage disposal, If public sewerage is within 500
feet and available, the mobile home park must be
hooked to such system. When public sewage disposal
iz not available, an approved private system shall be
established in accordance with the following
standards:

(a) Sewage dispesal systems shall be designed to
accommodate a minimum flow of 200 gallons of
wastewater per day per mobile home site.

(b) Each mobile home site shall be provided with a
four-inch sewer line below the ground surface
and a riser pipe. A noncollapsible and semirigid
connecting pipe shall be provided from the rigser
pipe to the mobile home. All connections shall
be watertight. The design and construction of
all components of such system shall be subject
to the inspection and approval of the Code
Enforcement Official, the NYCDEP and the
NYSDOH.

Solid waste dispesal. Provisions shall be made and
approved for the storage, collection, and disposal of
solid waste in a manner that will cause no health
hazards, rodent harhorage, insect breeding areas,
fire hazards or air pollution. Storage areas for solid
waste containers shall be enclosed or otherwise
screened from public view.

Lighting. Maobile home parks shall be provided with
lighting sufficient to illuminate streets, driveways
and walkways. Decorative lighting fixtures shall be
used wherever possible.

Electricity and telephone. The distribution system
for electrical and telephone service shall be instatled
underground and shall comply with the
requirements of the utility and telephone companies.
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Fuel systems. Mobile home parks shall be provided
with facilities for the safe storage of necessary fuels.
Natural gas installations, if used, shall be planned
and installed so that components and werkmanship
comply with the requirements of the American Gas
Association, Inc. Fuel oil systems shall be designed,
constructed, inspected and maintained in
conformance with the provisions of National Fire
Protection Association Standard 30. Liquefied
petroleum gas systems shall be selected, installed
and maintained in compliance with the requirements
of National Fire Protection Association Standard 58.

Fire protection. If public water is available, fire
hydrants shall be installed in accordance with the
requirements of the Village Board and fire
department of jurisgdiction.

Mail service. Mailbox location shall provide safe and
eagy access for the pickup and delivery of mail
Mailboxes grouped for cluster delivery shall he
located so that stopping for pickup and delivery will
not occur on the publie right-of-way,

In reviewing the site plan for a mobile home park,
the Planning Board may approve changes in the
environmental standards of this section if the Board
ig satisfied that the spirit and intent of this article is
not being violated and that any proposed change is
equivalent to, or better than, the standards set forth
herein.

Renewal of mobile home park permit. Renewal of the

mobile home park permit shall be applied for every two
years from the date of first issmance. Application for
renewal shall be filed with the Village Clerk, who shall
renew such permit only if the Code Enforcement Official
has certified in writing that no violations of this article or
the conditions of said permit have been found. If such
violations or unapproved changes have occurred, the
mobile home park permit will not be renewed until said
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mobile home park has been brought into compliance. In
such caze, the Code Enforcement Official shall serve an
order upon the holder of the mobile home park permit in
accordance with the provisions of § 53-30G of this article.

. Park operation and maintenance.

Occupancy. No gpace shall be rented in any mobile
home park for placement of a travel or camping
trailer or a recreation vehicle. No mobile home shall
be admitted to any park unless it hears the seal
required by the State of New York or an equivalent
acceptable to the State of New York.

Responsibilities of park operator. The person to
whom a mobile home park permit is issued shall be
responsible for operation of the park in compliance
with thig article and shall provide adequate
supervigion t0 maintain the park, its common
grounds, streets, facilities and equipment in good
repair and in a clean and sanitary condition. The
park operator shall maintain a register containing
the following information for each mobile home in
the park:

(a) The name of the occupant.

(b) The name and address of the owner if different
from the occupant.

(¢) The date of arrival of the mobile home and
occupant.

(d) The date of departure of the mobile home and
occupant.

() The make of the mobile home and evidence that
it bears a New York seal or equivalent the
(serial number, ete.).

Such register shall be available to any authorized
person inspecting the park.
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Responsibility of park occupants. Each park
occupant shall be responsible for the maintenance of
the mobile home occupied and any appurtenances
thereto and shall keep all yard space on the rented
site in a neat and sanitary condition.

A list of owner and occupant responsibilities shall be
posted in the park rental office.

Inspection and enforcement.

Inspection. It shall bhe the duty of the Code
Enforcement Official to make the inspections
required for a certificate of occupancy and for
renewal of the mobile home park permit every two
vears. Such inspection shall be carried out at
reasonable times, after prior notice to the park
operator, and in emergencies, whenever necessary to
protect the public health, safety or welfare,

Order. Upon determination by the Code Enforcement
Official that there has been a viclation of any
provigion of thiz article, he shall zerve upon the
holder of the mobile home park permit an initial
order, in writing, directing that the conditions
therein specified be corrected within a time period to
be specified by the Code Enforcement Official but in
no case more than 90 days after the date of delivery
of such order. The order shall also contain an outline
of remedial action that, if taken, will effect
compliance. A copy of such order shall be
transmitted to the Village Board.

Notice. If, after the expiration of such ninety-day or
other relevant time period, such violations are not
corrected, the Code Enforcement Official, if so
authorized by the Village Board, shall serve notice in
writing upon such mobile home park operator
requiring the holder of the mobile home park permit
to appear before the Village Board, at a time to be
gpecified in such notice, to show cause why the
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mobile home park permit should not be revoked.
Such hearing before the Village Board shall eccur
not less than 72 hours, or more than 10 days, after
the date of service of sald notice by the Code
Enforcement Official. ‘

(4) Within 30 days after the hearing at which the
testimony of the Code Enforcement Official and the
holder of the mobile home park permit shall be
heard, the Village Board shall make a determination
gustaining, modifying, or withdrawing the order
itsued by the Code Enforcement Official. Failure to
abide by any Village Board determination to sustain
or modify the initial order and to take corrective
action accordingly shall be cause for the revocation of
the mobile home park permit affected by such order
and determination and the closing of the mobile
home park.

§ 53-31. Health Department approval.

Any provision of this article to the contrary notwithstanding, no
building permit for a mobile home park or a single mobile home
not in a mobile home park will be igsued until NYSDOH and
NYCDEP approvals have been obtained for the design of any
private water system or sewage disposal system involved.

ARTICLE X1
Junk, Junkyards and Automobile Graveyards

§ 53-32. Purpose.

This article shall include all properties within the Village limits
that are in use or intended for use as a junkyard, automobile
graveyard, or antomobile reclamation center. Junk, junkyarda,
automobile graveyards and automobile reclamation centers
shall be as defined in Article IT of this chapter.
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A. All junkyards shall be licensed and pay an annual

registration fee to the Village of Walton.

All junkyards shall comply with Article XIV, Site Plan
Review, before the Code Enforcement Official issues a
Village of Walton junkyard license.

No junk shall be located so as to be vizible from any public
roadways.

No junk shall be stored within:
(1)  One hundred feet of any adjoining property line.

{2) Five hundred feet of any public park, church,
educational facility, nursing home, public building or
other place of public gathering.

(3) Two hundred fifty feet of any stream, lake, pond,
wetland or other body of water.

(4) One hundred feet from the right-of-way line of any
public street, road, or highway.

& 63-23. Sereening.

A

Where a junkyard is or would be visible from a public
roadway or from neighboring properties, there shall be
erected and maintained an eight-foot-high opaque fence to
gereen the junk storage area. All junkyard items dealt with
by the operation of the junkyard shall be kept within soch
screening at all times so that the junkyard items are not
visible from the public highway or from neighboring
properties.

The fence shall be made of wood or other acceptable

materials as approved by the Village of Walton Planning
Board, and they shall screen the totality of the junk
storage area from view.
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
