Attorney Wood said he felt that no changes were necessary to Local Law #2-2006.  Mr.

Harris said Local Law #1-2006 has changes made to reflect comments.  Attorney Wood 
reviewed the requested changes and where appropriate made the necessary revisions.  

Kenneth Landry said unleashed does not mean not controlled.  Mr. Landry said he does 

not feel that the dog owners should be restricted this much.  Mr. Landry feels judgment of 

whether the dog is under control should come from the judge.  Attorney Wood said we 

entrust this decision to the Dog Control Officer.  Lillian Browne said she agrees with this  

in concept or theory.  Police Chief Melvin Woodin said any person could file a complaint 

with regard to a dog being unleashed off its owner’s property.  David Breese asked if a 

dog is under control if it is not leashed.  More discussion of dog control followed.

Eileen Esposito said if a dog is on the sidewalk it should be leashed.  Lillian Browne said 


she would like to see further clarification of “under control”.
