$4,850.00; Rewire left hallway 3-way lights to upstairs balcony and install new light on

each stairway for better lighting - $3,762.00; Rewire lights, switches and outlets in the

basement - $6,475.00; add ¾ inch plywood to top of main stage and install new maple

hardwood floor with two coats of polyurethane - $18,500; Build new stage to replace 

stage extension damaged by flood 8X50’ with maple flooring and panel front to look like

existing stage -$19,500 and Change order #1 to redo all electric lines in crawl space of 

main theatre lobby section with approximately 350’ of mc cable to outlets - $650.00 for a total of $65,457.00.  After discussion and review, Lillian Brown made a motion to approve the Change order and additions to reconstruction work on the Village hall and

Theatre in the sum of $65,457.00.
