Ms. Hitt told



the Board that the County has applied for a countywide grant for home ownership which 



could keep the firsttime homebuyers program in the Village funded.  Ms. Hitt explained 



that the need for the firsttime homebuyers program for the Village has slowed down and 



there is not a waiting list as in the past.  David Breese asked what is the possibility of 



getting funded for this program.  Ms. Hitt explained that we have not done a rehabilitation

program in the Village in several years and that a survey of need was conducted.  Jeffrey Harris asked if this is from the same program as the firsttime homebuyers program.  Ms. Hitt explained that this grant comes from the same funding source.  When asked about a $650,000 comprehensive application, who determines the split of funding dollars, Ms. Hitt explained that the Village Board would need to develop a plan.  Jeffrey Harris said he feels housing rehabilitation is a good use of funds.     



Lillian Browne made a motion to close the public hearing.  Rich Morley seconded.
