BUDGET
A public hearing on the 2007-2008 fiscal year budget was first item on the agenda.
PUBLIC

This public hearing was postponed from Monday, April 16, 2007 due to a major snow

storm and postponed from Wednesdy, April 18, 2007 due to lack of quorum.  The Clerk
read the notice of public hearing.  A list of persons attending this public hearing is
attached and becomes a part of these minutes.  Michael Freeman made a motion to open
the public hearing.  Edward Balfour seconded.  Carried unanimously.

Mayor Snow explained that a 3% increase in the tax rate is included in this proposed

budget.  Mayor Snow explained that a good portion of the fund balance has had to be

used due to the flooding in June 2006 and November 2006.  Mayor Snow feels we are

being cautious with this budget.  Mayor Snow explained that the Village has many

projects to be completed this summer.
Michael Freeman made a motion to close the public hearing on the 2007-2008 fiscal year
budget. Edward Balfour seconded.  Carried unanimously.

Michael Freeman made a motion to adopt the 2007-2008 fiscal year budget and salary
schedule as submitted.  Edward Balfour seconded.  Carried unanimously.
Rich Morley made a motion to allow the Clerk to publish a legal notice on the adoption of
the 2007-2008 fiscal year budget.  Edward Balfour seconded.  Carried unanimously.
NEW ZONING
A proposal to amend the zoning code with regard to portable on-demand storage units

CODE

was submitted to the Board for review.  The Planning Board requested that the Village   



Board submit their comments prior to their next meeting on May 10, 2007.  Edward

Balfour said he feels the 90 days time frame for allowing the pods on site and also the one

year time frame to come into compliance is too long.  Three months is suggested for

coming into compliance.  It was also suggested that the Code Enforcement official could

allow one or more 30 day extensions during construction.
RESOLUTION
A resolution authorizing the Village to participate in the flood assessment relief act of FOR TAX
2007 was submitted to the Board.  After discussion and review, Rich Morley made a
RELIEF

motion to adopt the resolution (copy attached) pending review by the Village Attorney 

with the Delaware County Attorney and authorize Mayor Snow to approve release of the 

resolution, seconded by Michael Freeman and carried unanimously.

LOCAL LAW
Based on the work to be done to the water system, the Village of Walton will need to
TO INCREASE
increase the water capital charge to pay for this upgrade which will need to incur bonding

WATER

for this project.  While we have not come up with an actual estimate for the project cost, 

CAPITAL
we are anticipating that we will need to increase the water capital $5.30 per quarter to 

CHARGE
pay for the bonding costs.  After discussion and review,  Michael Freeman made a motion
to direct Attorney Francis Wood to prepare a local law to increase the water

capital charge to $16.12 per quarter and to schedule the public hearing for May 7, 2007 at 6:00 p.m.  Edward Balfour seconded.  Carried unanimously.
