Mr. Connors reported that some communities do this type of project in
conjunction with NYS Department of Transportation, when they are reconstructing the
street, but that is not the situation in this case.  Mr. Connors also explained that Frontier
and Time Warner would also need to be included in this project since they would have
service changes as well.  Mr. Connors explained that the service would be rerouted from
Delaware Street to Mead Street and showed conceptual drawings of the proposal.  Mr.
Connors said the lines run from west to east and have 6 wires per pole.  Mr. Connors
explained that this project would take 2-3 months of construction time and projected a
time frame of spring 2007.  Mr. Connors said the Village would have to fund the change.
Attorney Wood asked if NYSE&G would have a price quote for each property owner
who would need to relocate their service and would NYSE&G have a form to sign.  Mr.

Connors said this would come after the design is developed.  Mr. Connors said they
would need to have a contractor to perform the relocation.  Mr. Connors answered
questions from the public.  When asked about interruption of electric power, Mr. Connors
explained this would be minimal.  Mr. Connors explained that the Village would need to
upfront $30,000 for engineering services.  Jason Woodyshek of Frontier was present and

explained that the most expensive portion of the relocation for Frontier services would be

from the school bus garage to Howell Street.  Mayor Snow reported that the Walton

Chamber of Commerce would be conducting a fund raising effort for this project.
