reported that Contract Amendment 2006-5 for 70 man hours on a time and expenses basis be authorized by the Board.  After discussion and review, Michael Freeman made a motion to authorize the Mayor to sign the Contract Amendment 2006-5 on behalf of the Village.  Rich Morley seconded.  Carried

unanimously.  Mr. Ohman will also prepare Contract Amendment 2006-6 for a not to exceed cost of $35,000 for the additional investigative work beyond the initial 70 man hours, including clean and TV work and recommend that the Village Board authorize this amendment.  After discussion and review, Michael
Freeman made a motion to authorize Mayor Snow to sign the Contract Amendment 2006-6 for a not to exceed cost of $35,000 on behalf of the Village.

2. Park Street Embankment – involves stream work – Mr. Ohman recommended that the Village authorize the Mayor to execute Contract Amendment 2006-4 with Delaware Engineering for professional services for the Park Street Embankment Repairs for a not to exceed price of $119,725.  After discussion and review, Rich Morley made a motion to allow Mayor Snow to execute Contract Amendment 2006-4 for a not to exceed price of $119,725.  Edward Balfour seconded.  Carried unanimously.

3. East Street Bridge on East Brook – Bank repair and Waterline Bore – Mr. Ohman reported that this project is vital to the Village’s water supply as it will replace the second line down from the water tanks which is currently shut off on the bridge.
4. Austin-Lincoln Park Bridge – Mr. Ohman reported that the bridge will not likely be available until late summer due to schedule to finish the design, bid, award and manufacture of the bridge.
5. West Brook Waterline Crossings – Mr. Ohman reported that four water mains are exposed at various locations and design work is underway.
6. Benton Avenue Pedestrian Bridge – includes installation of a new 6’ wide laminated wood pedestrian bridge.  Design has not as yet begun.

Other flood work to be addressed is:

1. Third Brook Watershed Study – Last meeting was held on March 12, 2007 at

Delaware County Soil and Water to discuss the work which is being coordinated 

by Delaware County Watershed Affairs.  They are refining the scope of work

and another meeting will be held soon to discuss issues and funding options.

2. Pool Repairs – Mr. Ohman reported that these repairs will be done after the pool 

is closed for the season.

3. Police Station – Mr. Ohman reported that he is working on a floor plan for a new

Police Department and will review this with Chief Woodin and the Public Safety Committee.
