Mr. Thomson said that NYMIR kicked in even though the maximum funds from the

National Flood Insurance Program policy was not recovered and is under appeal.  Mr.

Thomson explained that all insurance programs are not alike.  Mr. Thomson questioned

whether Selective is putting sublimits on the policy for failure to deliver.  Mr. McKane

stated that his policy would not put sublimits on the policy for failure to deliver.  Mr.

Thomson suggested that the Village should get that in writing.  Mr. Thomson said there is 

a separate policy for flood and earthquake coverage.  Mr. Thomson questioned whether

the Selective policy would cover buildings in Flood Zone A.  Mr. McKane said he would 

check with Selective to determine that factor.  Mr. Thomson said NYMIR covers a

specific replacement cost for buildings.  Owen McKane said Selective will do the same

type of evaluation.   Owen McKane said Selective is an A rated company.  Selective is a

stock company.  More discussion followed.
