Mayor Snow reported that he met with 

Congressman John Sweeney, 20th Congressional District who is our representative.

Congressman Sweeney reported that he has been in touch with the White House 3 times

and feels that FEMA will be here to take care of us.  The Army Corp of Engineers is

here as well as the National Guard.  Mayor Snow said Kraft Dairy Group has suffered

extreme damage to its plant and is bringing in help from other areas to get back up and

running.  Mayor Snow reported that Kraft wants the Village to remediate the brook that

runs past the plant to avoid the possibility of such an event occurring again.  Mayor

Snow said he and Congressman Sweeney made a tour of the Village businesses.  Mayor

Snow said he advised Congressman Sweeney that the businesses need help from the

Federal government, not loans but grants.  Mayor Snow reported that the Catskill

Watershed Corporation has been here and will be offering low interest loans.

Joe Cetta reported that Curry Well #3 is operational at this time.  Curry Well #4 cannot

be used.  Austin_Lincoln wells are pumping 800 gallons per minutes and the pressure is

30/PSI.  Mr. Cetta reported that they have located some main breaks but there are many 



more service lines that are leaking.  In order to recharge the system, must have majority 



of these leaks fixed.  Joe reported that the Department of Health has sent in a leak

detection expert to assist with locating the breaks.  Mr. Cetta said he does not know at

this time how long it will be until we have water service for the whole community.  Mr.

Cetta reported that they have capped Lower Third Brook line off.  Mr. Cetta will go to

the water tank and see if the level indicator is working.  Mr. Cetta reported that the

replacement motor in Curry Well #4 had been scheduled.  Mr. Cetta said we will need to

extend the shaft and put in a new motor and frequency drive.  Michael Freeman made a

motion that due to the emergency status of the Village’s water system, to allow Joe Cetta

to make any purchases and technical assistance necessary to get the water system up and

running.   Teresa O’Leary seconded.  Carried unanimously.  Joe Cetta said the

wellheads at Austin-Lincoln did not get flooded, therefore our wells should be

uncontaminated.

DELAWARE
The grant application to remove the electric and telephone poles from Delaware Street

was the next topic of discussion.  Mayor Snow said he does not feel that this is the time

to pursue this project.  This grant cycle is available every three years.   After further APPLICATION discussion and review, Lillian Browne made a motion to discontinue the application for

the grant to remove electric and telephone poles from Delaware Street.

Joe Cetta said getting water service

restored for all Village residents is the number one priority.  The second priority is to

make sure there is food and water available.  Joe Cetta reported that the Village’s

summer staff will be working on cleaning up Delaware Street.  The Department of

Public Works staff will be concentrating on the water repairs.  Mr. Cetta reported that

the National Guard is also working on Delaware Street.
