Mayor 

Snow reported that he has had offers of several locations to relocate the police

department.  Mayor Snow reported that the old police station has been inspected by a 

private contractor as well as Village Engineer Dave Ohman and Code Enforcement

Official Gary MacRabie, Sr. who feel that the building is damaged beyond repair.  Mayor 
Snow reported that our insurance agent is requesting that the insurance adjuster come

 back and re-inspect the structural integrity of the building.
